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ADd verily, I say unto you, that they who go fonh, 
bearing abel(' tidings mlto the inhabitants of the 
earth, tothem is power gh"en, to seal both on earth 
and in heav.n, the unbelieving and rt'bellious; yea ~ 
verily, to seal them up unto the day when the wrath 
of God .hall be poured out upon the wickt'd, with­
out meaRlle, unto the day when the Lord shall 
come to rec:ompence unto every man according to 
hi •• "ark, and measure to ev~ry man accordin~ to 
the measure which he has measured to his lellow 
IIUUI. 

3 Wherefore the voice of the Lord is unto the 
ends of the earth, that all that will hear may hear: 
Prepare ye, prepare ye for that which is to come, 
tor tbe Lord is nigh; and the anger of the Lord is 
kindled, and his sword is bathed in hea ven, and it 
shall fall upon tbe inhabitants of the earth; and

and alse ,ave c;"mmandmenls to others, tha' they 
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should prociaim these thjng~ unto the world, and 
all this that it might be fulfilled, which waS 
written by the prophets: The weak things of the 
world. shouid come forth and break down the migh ... 
ty and strong ones; t.hat man should not counsel 
his fellow man, neither trust in the arm of flesh, but 
that every man might speak in the name of God.

might be instructed; and inasmuch as they sinned~ 
they might be chastened, that they mjght repent; 
and inasmuch as they were humble, they might be 
made strong, and blessed from on high, and receive 
knowlerlge from time to time: after they, having 
l"ecei vcd the record of the N ephites; yea, even my 
servant Joseph might haye power to translate

hath received, for my Spirit shall not always strive 
\vith man, saith the Lord of hosts. 

6 And again, verily I say unto you, 0 inhabitantS 
of the eaTth, for I the Lord am willing to make 
these things known unto all flesh, for I am no re­
specter to persons, and wHleth that all men shall 
know that the day speedily cometh, the hour is not 
yet, but is nigh at hand, when peace shall be taken 
from the earth, and the devil shall have power over 
his own dominion; and also, the Lord shall have 
power over his saintE, and shall reign in their midst, 
and shall come down in judgment upon Idumea, or 
the world.

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CHAPTER It. 

t .11 Ret'elai'ion given to Joseph, in Harmony,­
Pennsylvania, July, 1828, after JWartin had Ion 
the .Manuscript of the forepart of the book 01 
Mormon, translatedfrom the book of uhi, which 
was abridged by the !tand of .)llormon, saying: 

T HE works, and the designs, and the purposes 
of God, can not be rustrated, neither can 

they come to nought, for God doth not walk in 
crooked paths; neither doth he turn to the right 
hand nor to the left; neither doth he vary from that 
which he hath said: Therefore his paths are strait 
and his course is one eternal round. 

2 Remember, remember, that it is not the work of 
God that is frustrated, but the work of men: for al­
though a man may have many revelations, and 
have power to do many mighty works, yet, if he 
boasts in his own strength, and sets a t nought the 
counsels of God, and follows after the dictatesofhis 
own will, and carnal desires, he must fall and incur 
the vengeance of ajust God upon him. 

3 Behold, you have been intrusted with these 
things, but how strict were your commandments; and 
l'emember, also, the promises which were made to 
you, if you did not transgress them; and behold, 
how oft you have transgressed the commandments 
and the laws of God, and have gone on in the p~ 
suasions of men: for behold, you should not have 
feared man more than God, although men set at 
nought the counsels of God, and despise his wordg, 
yet you should have been faithful and he would 
have extended his arttl, and supported you against 
aU the fiery darts of the adversary; and he would 
haYe beel\ with you in every time of ttouble~ 
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'" Behold fhou art Joseph, and thou wast chosen 
to do the work of the Lord, but because of trans­
gression, jf thou art not aware thou wilt fall, but re­
nlember God is merciful: Therefore, repent of that 
which thou hast done, and he will only cause thee 
to be afflicted for a season, and thou art still chosen. 
and wi1t again be called to the work; and except 
thou do this, thou shalt be delivered up and become 
as other men, and have no more gift. 
5 And when thou deliveredst up that which Goe! 

had given thee sight and powerto translate, thou de­
nveredst up that which was sacred , into the hands oC 
a wicked man, who has set at nought the counsels 
of God, and has broken the most sacred promises, 
which were made before God, und has depended 
tlpon his own judgment, and boasted in his own 
wisdom, and this is the reason that thou hast lost 
thy privileges for a season, for thou hast suffered the 
tounsel of thy director to be trampled upon from 
the beginning .. 

6 N eve.rthelcss, my work shall go forth and ac­
complish my purposes, for as the knowledge of a 
Savior has come into the world, even so shall 
the knowledge of my people, the N ephites, 
and the J acobites, and the .T osephites, and the 
Zor:lmites, come to the knowledge of the Laman­
ites, and the Lemuelites and the J shmaelites, which 
dwindled ' in unbelief, because of the iniquities of 
their fathers, who have been suffered to destroy 
their brethren, because of their iniquities, and their 
abomina.tions: and for this very purpose are these 
'Plates preserved which contain these records, that 
the promises of the Lord might be fulfilled, which 
he made to his people; and that the Lamanites 
might come to the knowledge of their fathers, and

fies him [or the work. 
2 Remember temperance, patience, humility, dil 

jgence, &c., ask and ye shall receive, knock and it 
Shan be opened unto you: Amen, 
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CHAPTER IV. 

1 .f1. BevelaUon given to Joseph and Marnn, in 
Harmony, Penn·'J,lJlvania, .March, 1829, when 
Martin desired oflhe Lord to know whether Jo 
seEh ~ad, in his possession, the record of the 
.Neph'tte.<:. 

B EHOLD. I say unto you, that my servant 
l\lartin has desired a witness from my hand, 

that my servant Joseph has got the things of which 
he has testified, and borne record that he has receiv­
ed of me. 

2 And now, behold, this shall you say unto him: 
-I the Lord am God, and I have given theie 
things unto my servant Joseph, and 1 have com­
.manded him that he should 3tand as a witness of 
tbe'se things, nevertheless I have caused him that 
he should enter into a covenant with me, that he 
should not show them except I command him, 
and he has no pm.\ er orer them except I grant it 
unto him; and he has a gift to translate the book, 
and I have commanded him that he shall pretend 
to no other gift, for 1 will grant him no other gift. 

:3 And verily I say unto you, that wo shall come 
Unto the inhabitants of the earth, if they will not 
hearken unto my words, for, behold, if they will not 
believe my words, they would not believe my ser­
vant Joseph, if it were possible that he could show 
them all things. 0 ye unbelieving, ye stiffnecked 
generation, mine anger is kindled aga.inst you! 

4 Behold, verily I say, 1 ha.ve reserved the things 
of which I have spoken, which I have intru~ted to 
my servant, for a wise purpose in me, ann it shall 
be made kno\l\'n unto future generations: But this 
generation shall have my words, yea and the te5ti-
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mgny of three of my servants shall go forth with my 
words unto thisgencl'ation; yea, three shall know of 
a surety that these things are true, for I will give 
them power, that they may behold and view these 
things as they are, and to none else will I grant this 
power, to receive this same testimony among this 
generation. And the testimony of three witnesses 
will I send forth and my word, and behold, whoso­
ever believeth in my word, them will I visit with the 
manifestation of my Spirit, and they shall be born 
of me, and their testimony shall also go forth. 
5 And thus, if the people of this generatIon hardell 

not their hearts, I will work a reformation among 
them, and I will put down aU lyings, and deceiv­
ing~, and priestcrafts, and envyings-, and strifes, and 
idolatries, anc\ sorcerit"s, and all manner ofiniqui. 
ties, and I will esta.blish my church, like unto the 
church which was taught by my disciples in the 
days of oJd. 

6 And now if this generation do harden their 
hearts again~t my word, behold I will deliver them 
tip unto satan, for he reigneth and hath much pow­
ar at this time, for he hath got great hold upon the 
hearts of the people of this generation: and not far 
from the iniquities of Sodom and Gomorrah, do 
they come at this time: and behold the sword of 
justice hangeth over their heads, and if they persist 
in the hardness of their healts, the time cometh that 
it must fall upon them. Behold I tell you these 
things even as 1 also told the people ot the destruc­
tion of Jerusalem, and my word shall be verified at 
this time as it hath hitherto been verified .. 

7 And now I command my servant Joseph to re­
pent, and walk more uprightly before me, and yield 
to the persuasions of lnen no more; anQ that he be 
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firm in keeping the commandments wherewith I 
ha ve commanded him; and if he do~th this, behold 
I grant unto him eternal life, even if he should be 
slain. 

8 And now I speak again concerning the man that 
desireth a witness: behold I say unto him, he exalt .. 
eth himself and doth not humble himself sufficiently 
before me, but if he will go out and bow down be­
fore me, and humble himself in mighty prayer and 
faith, in the sincerity of his heart, then will I grant 
unto him a view of the things which he desireth to 
know: an then he shall say unto the people of this 
generation~ behold I have seen the things and I 
know of a surety that they are true, for I have seen 
them, and they have been shown unto me by the 
power of God and not of man. And I command 
him that he shall say no more unto them, concerning 
'these things, except he shall say, I have seen them, 
and they have been shown unto me by the power of 
God. 

9 And these are the words which he shall say.­
Butif he deny this, he will break the covenant which 
he has before covenanted with me, and behold he 
is condemned. And now except he humb1e him .. 
self and acknowledge unto me the things that he 
has done, which are wrong, and covenant with me 
that he will keep my commandments, and exercise 
faith in me, behold I say unto him, he shall have 
no such views, for I will grant unto him no view8 
of the things of which I have spo)<en. And if this 
be the case, I command him that he shan do no 
more, nor trouble me any more concerning this 
matter. 

10 And if this be the case, behold I say unto you .. 
Joseph, when thou hast translated a few more pages, 
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thou shalt stop for a season, even until I commana 
thee again: then thou mayest translate again. And 
except thou do this, behold thou shalt have no more 
gift, and I will take away the things which I have 
intrusted with thee. 

11 And now, because I foresee the lying in wait 
to destroy thee: Yea, I foresee that if my ser­
vant humbleth not himself, and receive a witness 
from my hand, that he win fall into transgression; 
and there are many that lie in wait to destroy thee 
from off the face of the earth: And for this cause, 
that thy days may be prolonged, I have given unto 
thee these commandments; yea, for this cause I 
have said, stop and stand .still until I command thee, 
and I will provide meaus whereby thou mayest ac­
complish the thing which I have commanded thee; 
and if tholJ. art faithful in keeping my command­
ments, thou shalt be lifted up at the last day :­
Amen.

A G REA T and marvelous work is abollt to come

God, and give heed unto my word, which is quick 
and powerful, sharper than a two-edged sword, to 
the dividing asunder of both joints and marrow :­
Therefore give heed unto my words. 

2 Behold the field is white already to harvest. 
therefore whoso desireth to reap, let him thrust in 
his sickle with his might and reap while the day 
lasts, that he may treasure up for his soul everlas­
ting salvation in the kingdom of God: Y ca, whoso­
ever will thrust in his sickle and reap, the same is 
called of God; thcrefore, if you will ask of me you 
shaH receive; if you will knock it shall be opened 
unto you.

N o \V., behold I say unto you, that because you

you have lost them, and you a1so lost your gift at the 
same time, nevertheless it has been restored unto 
you again: therefore, see that you are faithful and 
go on unto the finishing of the remainder of the work 
as you have b€gun. Do not run faster than you 
have strength and means provided to translate, but 
be diligent unto the end, that you may come off con .. 
querer; yea, that you may conquer satan, and those 
that do uphold · his work. 

2 Behold they have sought to destroy you; yea, 
even the man in whom yon have trusted, and fot 
this eause I said, that he is a wicked man, for he has 
sought to take away the things wherewith you have 
been intrusted; and he has also sought to destroy 
your gift, and because you have delivered the wri .. 
tings into his hands, behold they have taken them 
from you: therefore, you have delivered them up; 
yea, that which was sacred unto wickedness. And 
behold, satan has put it into their hearts to alter the 
words which you have caused to be written, or which 
you have translated, which have gone out of your 
bands; and behold I say unto you, that because they

agree, and we will say that he has lied in his woros, 
and that he has no gift, and that he has no power:

Cause satan saith unto them, He hath decieved you, 
and thus he tlattereth them away to do iniquity, to 
~mpt the Lord their God. 

7 Behold I say unto you, that you shall not tran~­
late again those words which have gone forth out of 
your hands; for behold, they shall not lie any more 
against those words; for behold, if you should bring 
forth the same words, they wou1d say that you have 
lied; that you have pretended to translate, but that 
you have contradicted your words; and behold they 
would publish this, and satan would harden the 
hearts of the people, to stir them up to anger against 
you, that they might not believe my words: thus sa­

6 For, after that it truly was manifested unto this 
first elder, that he had received a remission of his 
sins, he was entangled again in the vanities of the 
world; 
7 But after truly repenting, God ministered unto 

him by an holy angel, whose countenance was as 
lightning, and whose garments were pure and white 
above all whiteness, and gave unto him command. 
ments which inspired him from on high, and gave 
unto him power, by the means which were before 
prepared, that he should translate a book; 

8 Which book contained a record of a fallen peo­
ple, and also the fulness of the gospel of Jesus. 
Christ to the Gentiles; 

9 And also to the Jews, proving unto them, that 
the holy scriptures are· true;

12 Wherefore having sO great witnesses, by them 
shall the world be judged, even as many as shall 
hereafter receive this work, either to faith and right­
eousness, or to the hardness of heart in unbelief, to 
their own condemnation, for the Lord God hath 
spoken it, for we, the elders of the church, have 
heard and bear witness to the words of the glorious 
Majesty on high; to whom be glory [ore vel' and 
ever.

13 Wherefore, by these things we know that there 
is a God in heaven, who is infinite and Hernal, 
from everlasting to everlasting, the same unchange­
able God, the maker of heaven and earth and all 
things that in them is, and that he created man 
male and female, and after his own image, and in 
his own likeness created he them; 

14 And that he gave unto the children of mE'n 
commandments, that they should lo\'e and serve 
him the only being whom they should worship, but 
by the transgression of these holy laws, man became 
sensual and devilish, and became fallell man. 

15 \Vherefore,. the Almighty God g.ave his onty 
begotton Son~ as it is written in those scriptures, 
which have been given of him, that he suffered 
lemptation8, but gave no heed unto them;

29 And again, 1)y way of commandment to the 
church, concerning the mann~r of baptism; 

30 Behold whosoever humbleth himself before 
God and rlesireth to be baptized, and comes forth 
with a broken heart and a contrite spirit, and wit­
nesseth unto the church, that they have truly re­
pented of all their sins and are willing to take upon 
them the name of Christ, having a determination to 
serve him unto the end, unci truly manifest by their 
works that they hu\'e received the Spirit of Christ 
unto the remission of their sin8, then shall they be 
received unto baptism into the church of Christ.

32 An apostle is an elder, and it is his calling to 
baptize and to ordain other elders, priest~, teachers 
and deacons, and to administer the flesh anel blood 
of Christ according to the scriptures; 

33 And to teach, expound, exhort, baptize, and 
wa tch over the church; 

34 And to confirm the church by the laying on of 
the ha.nds, anel the giving of the Holy Ghost, and to 
take the lead of all mcetin~s. 

35 The elders are to conduct the meetings as tht~y 
are led by the Holy Ghost. 

36 The priest's duty is to preach, teach, expound, 
exhort and bapti"lc, and administer the sacrament, 
and visit the house of each member, and exhort them 
to pray vocally aud in secret, and a.lso to attend to 
aU family duties; 
21 And ordain other pricst~) teachers and deacons~ 
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and take the lead of meetings; but none of these 
offices is he to do when there is an elder present, but 
in all cases is to assist the elder.

to the church since the last conference, or send by 
the hand of some priest, so that there can be kept a 
regular list of all the names of the members of 
the whole church,. in a bopk kept by one of the el~ 
ders; 
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, 62 Whomsoever the other cld-ers shalt appoint 
from time to time: 

63 And also, if any have been expelled from the 
church, so that their names may be blotted Out of 
the general church record of names 

64 Any member removing from the church where 
he resides, if going to a church where he is not 
known, may take a letter certifying that he is a reg­
ular member and in good standing; 

65 Which certificate may be signed by any elder 
LJr priest, jf the member receiving the letter is per­
sonally acquainted with the elder or ploiest, or it 
may be signed by the teachers or deaoons of the

3 Aga.in I say unto you, hearken and hear and 
obey the law which I shall give unto you:

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ing this one thing, and have asked the Father in 
my name, even so ye shall receive. 
5 Behold, verily I say unto you, I give unto you 

this first commandment, that ye shall go forth in my 
name, everyone of you, ex.cepting my servants Jo­
seph and Sidney. 

6 And I give unto them a commandment that they 
shall go forth for a little season, and it shall be giv­
en by the power of my Spirit when they shall re­
turn: 

7 And ye shall go forth in the power of my Spir­
it, preaching my gospel, two by two, in my name, 
lifting up your voices as with the voice of a trump, 
declaring my wbrd like unto angels of God: 

8 And ye shall go forth baptizing with water, say­
ing, Repent ye, repent '!Ie, for the kingdom of 
heaven is at band. 

9 And from this place ye shall go forth into the 
regions westward, and inasmuch as ye shall find 
them that will receive you, ye shall build up my 
church in every region, until the time shall come 
when it shall be revealed unto you, from on high, 
when the city of the New Jerusalem shall be pre­
pared that ye may be gathered in one, that ye may 
be my people and I will be your God. 

10 And again, I say unto you, that my servant 
Edward shall stand in the office wherewith I have 
appointed him. 

11 And it shall come to pass that if he transgress 
another shall be appointed in his stead; -even so: 
Amen. 
] 2 Again I say unto you, that it shall not be giv­

en to anyone to go forth to preach my gospel, Or to 
build up my church, except he be ordained by some 
one who has authority, and it is known to the church 
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that he has authority, and has been regularly or ... 
dained by the hands of the church. 

13 And again, the elders, priests, and teachers of 
this church, shall teach the scriptures which are in 
the bible, and the book of Mormon, in the which is 
the fulness of the gospel; and they shall observe the 
covenants and church articles to do them; and 
these shall be their teachings. 
14 And they shall be directed by the Spirit, which 

shall be given them by the prayer of faith; and if 
they receive not the Spirit, they shall not teach. 

15 And all this they shall observe to do, as I have 
commanded concenling their teaching, until the ful­
ness of my scriptures are given. 

16 And as they shall lift up their voices by the 
Comfor~r, they shall speak and prophesy as seem­
eth me good; for behold the Comforter knoweth all 
things, and beareth record of the Father, and of the 
Son. 

17 And now behold I speak. unto the church: 
18 Thou shalt not kill; and he tbat killeth, shall 

not have forgiveness, neither in this world, nor in 
the world to come.

20 Thou shalt not steal; and he that stealeth and 

will not repent, shall be cast ou t.

and shall cleave unto her and none else; and he 
that looketh upon a woman to lust after her, shall 
deny the faith, and shall not have the Spirit, and if 
he Iepent not, he shall be cast out. 

23 Thou shalt not commit adultery; and he that 
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committeth adultery and repenteth not, shall be 
cast out; and he that committeth adultery and re­
penteth with a 11 his heart, and forsaketh and doeth 
it no more, thou shalt forgive him; but if he doeth 
it again, he shall not be forgiven, but shall be cast 
out. 

24 Thou shalt not speak evil of thy neighbor, or 
do him any harm. 

25 Thou knowcst my laws, they are given in my 
scriptures, he that sinneth and repenteth not, shall 
be cast out. 

26 If thou lovest me, thou shalt serve me and keep 
all my commandments; and behold, thou shalt con­
secrate all thy properties, that which thou hast un­
to me, with a covenant and a deed which can not 
be broken; and they shall be laid before the bishop 
of my church, and two of the elders, such as he shall 
appoint and set apart for that purpose. 

27 And it shall come to pass, that the bishop of 
my church, after that he has received the llroperties 
of my church, that it can not be taken from the 
church, he shall appoint every man a steward over 
his own property, or that which he has received, in­
asmuch as is suffiCIent for himself and family: 

28 And the residue shall be kept to administer to 
him who has not, that every man may receive ac .. ' 
cording as he stands in need: 

29 And the residue shall be kept in my storehouse, 
to administer to the poor and needy, as shall be ap­
pointed by the elders of the church and the bishop; 
and for the purpose of purchasing lands, and the 
building up of the New Jerusalem, which is hereaf. 
tel' to be revealed; that my covenant people may 
be gathered in one, in the day that I shall come to 
my temple~ 
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:30 And this I do for the salvation of my people. 
31 And it shall come to pass, that he that sinneth 

and repen teth not shall be cast out, and shall not 
receive again that which he has consecrated unto 
me: 
32 For it shall come to pass, that which I spake 

by the mouths ormy prophets shall be fulfilled; for 
I will consecrate the riches of the Gentiles, unto 
my people which are of the house of Israel. 

33 And again, thou shalt not be proud in thy heart; 
let all thy garments be plain, and their beauty the 
beauty of the work of thine own hands, and let all 
things oe done in cleanliness befol'e me. 

34 Thou shalt not be idle; for he that is idle shall 
not eat the bread, nor wear the garments of the la· 
borer. 

35 And whosoever among you that are sick, and 
have not faith to be healed, but believeth, shall be 
nourished in all tenderness with herbs and mild foou, 
and that not of the world; and the elders of the 
church, two or more shall be called, and shall pray 
for, and lay their hands upon them in my name, 
and if they die, they shall die unto me; and if they 
live they shall live unto me.

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39 fIe who has faith to see, shall see; he who ha~ 
faith to hear, shall hear; the lama who have faith 
to leap, shall leap; and they who have not faith 
to do these things, but believe in me, have power to 
become my sons, and inasmuch as they break hot 
my laws, thou shalt bear their infirmities.

to that which I have spoken. 
43 Thou shalt ask and my scriptures shall be giv­

en as I have appointed; and for thy safety it is ex­
ped ient that thou shouldst hold thy peace concern­
ing them, until ye have received them: 
44 Then I give unto you a commandment that ye 

shall teach them unto all men; and they also shaH 
be taught unto all nations, kindreds, tongues and 
people. 
45 Thou shalt take the things which thou hast re­

ceived, which thou knowest to have been my law, 
to be my law, to govern my church; and he that 
doeth according to these things shall be saved, and 
he that doeth them not shall be damned, if he con­
tinue. 
46 If thou shalt ask, thou shalt receive revelation 

upon revelation, knowledge upon knowledge, that 
thou mayest know the mysteries, and the peaceable 
things of the kingdom; that which bringetbjoy, that 
which bringeth life eternal. 
47 Thou shalt ask and it shall be revealed unto 
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you in my own due time where the New Jerusalem 
shall be built. 
48 And behold, it shall come to pass, that my ser­

vants shan be sent both to the east, and to the west, 
to the north, and to the south; and even now let 
him that goeth to the east, teach them that shall be 
converted to flee to the west; and this in conse­
quence of that which is to come on the earth, and 
of secret combinations. 
49 Behold, thou shalt observe all these things, and 

great shall be thy reward. 
50 Thou shalt observe to keep the mysteries of the 

kingdom unto thyself, for it is not given to the world 
to know the mysteries. 

51 The laws which ye have received, and shall 
hereafter receive, shall be sufficient for you both 
here, and in the New Jel'usalem. 

52 Therefore, he that lacketh knowledge, let him 
ask of me and I will give him liberally and upbloaid 
him not. 

53 Lift up your hearts and rejoice, for unto you 
the kingdom has been given; eveu so: Amen. 
54 The pI'iests and teachers, shaH have their stew­

ardship given them even as the members; and the 
elders are to assist the bishop in all things, and he 
is to see that their families are supported out of the 
property which is consecrated to the Lord, either a 
stewardship, or otherwise, as may be thought best 
by the elders and bishop. 

55 Thou shalt contract no debts with the world, 
~cept thou art commanded. 
56 And again, the elders and bishop, shall coun .. 

sel together, and they shall do by the direction of 
the Spirit as it must needs be necessary. 
57 There shall be as many appointed as must 
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needs be neces~ary to assist the bishop in obtaining 
places for the brethren from New York, that they 
may be together as much as can be, and as they are 
directed by the Holy Spirit; and every family shall 
have a place, that they may live by themselves.­
And every church shall be organized in as close bod .. 
ies as they can be; and this for a wise purpose:­
even so. Amen. 

CHAPTER XLV . 

.IJ. Revelation to the elders of the church, asse'm-
bled in Kirtland, Ohio, given February, 1831. 

O HEARKEN, ye elders of my church, and 
give ear to the words which I shall speak un .. 

to you: 
2 For behold, verily, verily I say unto you, that 

ye have received a commandment for a law unto 
my church, through him whom I have appointed 
unto you, to receive commandments and revelations 
from my hand. 
a And this !Je shall know assuredly, that there is 

none other appointed untoyou to receive command­
ments and revelations until he be taken, if he abide 
in me. 
4 But verily, verily I say unto you, that none else 

shall be appointed unto this gift ex.cept it be through 
him, for if it be taken from him he shall not have 
power, except to appoint another in his stead: 

5 And this shall be a law unto you, that ye re­
teive not the teachings of any that shall come be­
fore you as revelations or commandments: 
6 And this I give unto you, that you may no' be 
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deceived; that you may know they are not of me. 
7 For verily I say unto you, that he that is ordain­

ed of me shall come in at the gat~ and be ordained 
as I have told you before, to teach those revelations 
which you have received, and shallloeceive through 
him whom I have appointed. 
8 And now behold I give unto you a command­

ment, that when ye are assembled together ye shall 
note with a pen how to act, and for my church to 
act upon the points of my law and commandments, 
which I have given: 
o And thus it shall become a law unto you, being 

sanctified by that which ye have received, that ye 
shall bind yoursel ves to act in all holiness befOre 
me; that inasmuch as ye do this, glory shall be ad­
ded to the kingdom which ye have received. 

10 Inasmuch as yc do it not, it shall be taken 
even that which ye have received. 

11 Purge ye out the iniquity which is among you; 
sanctifiy yourselves before me and if ye desire the 
glories of the kingdom, appoint ye my servant Jo­
seph:md uphold him before me by the prayer of 
faith. 

12 And again, I say unto you, that if ye desire 
the mysteries of the kingdom, provide for him food 
and raiment and whatsoever thing he needeth to ac­
complish the work, wherewith I have commandeo 
him: 

13 And if ye do it not, he shall remain unto them 
that have received him, that I may reserve unto my­
self a pure people before me. 

14 Again I say, hearken ye elders of my church, 
whom I have appointed: 

15 Ye arp not sent forth to be taught, but to teach 
the chUdren of men the things which I have put in-
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to your hands by the power of tny Spirit: and ye 
are to be taught from on high. 

16 Sanctify yourselves and ye shall be endowed 
with power, that ye may give even as I have spo­
ken. 

17 Hearken ye, for behold the great day of the 
Lord is nigh at hand. 

18 For the day cometh that the Lord shall utter 
his voice out of heavcn; the he,avens shall shake 
and the earth shall tremble, and the trump of God 
shall sound both long and loud, and shall say to the 
sleeping nations: 

19 Ye saints arise and live: 
20 Ye sinners stay and sleep until I shall call 

again: 
21 Wherefore gird up your loins, lest ye be found 

among the wicked. 
22 Lift up your voiccs and spare not. 
23 Call upon the nations to repent, both old nnd 

young, both bond and free; saying, Prepal'c your­
selves for the great day of the Lord: 
24 For if I, who am a man, do lift up my voice 

and call upon you to repent, and ye hate me, what 
will ye say when the day cometh when the thun­
ders shall utter their yokes from the ends of the 
earth, speaking in the ears of all that live, saying. 
Repent, and prepare fur the great day of the Lord; 
25 \:? ea, and again, whenthe lightnings shall streak 

forth from the east unto the west, and .shall utter 
fonh their voices unto all that live, and make the 
ears of all tingle, that hear, saying these words: 

26 Repent ye, for the gIeat day of the Lord is 
come. 

27 And again, the Lord shall utter his voice out 
of heaven, saying: 
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28 Hearken, 0 ye nations of the earth, and heat 
the words of that God who made you. 
29 0 ye nations of the earth, how often would I 

ha ve gathered you, together as a hen gathereth her 
chickens under her wings, bu t ye would not 1 

30 flow oft have I called upon you by the moutb 
of my servants; and by the ministering of angels, 
and by mine own voice; and by the voice of thun­
dcrings; and by the voice of lightnings ; and by the 
voice of tempests; and by the voice of earthquakes; 
and great hail-storms; and by the voice of famines, 
and pestilences of every kind;" and by the great 
sound of a trump; and by the voice of judgment: 
and by the voice of mercy all the day long; and by 
the voice of glory, and honor, and the riches of eter­
nallife; and would have saved you with an ever­
lasting salvation, but ye would not 1 

31 Behold the day has come, when the cup of the 
wrath of mine indignation, is full. 

32 Behold, verily I say unto you, that these are 
the words of the Lord your God: 
33 Wherefor£', labor yc, labor ye, in my vineyard 

{or the last time: 
34 For the last time call ye upon the inha.bitants 

of the earth, for in mine owu due time will I come 
upon the earth in judgmeut: 

35 And my people shall be redeemed and shall 
reign with me on earth: 

36 For the great Millennial, which I have spoken 
by the mouth of my servants, shall come; 

37 For satan shall be bound; and when he is 
loosed again, he shall only reign for a little season, 
and then cometh the end of the earth.: 

38 And he that liveth in righteousness t shall be 
thanged ill the twinkling of an eye;

Cl-IAPTER XLVII • 

.!:l Revelation to seven elders of the church, assenl-
bled in K~rtland, Ohio, given February 1831. 

E VERY person who belongeth to this church of 
Christ, shall observe to keep all the command­

ments and covenants of the church; 
2 And it shall come to pass, that if any persons 

among you shall kilJ, they shall be delivered up and 
dealt with according to the laws of the land; 

3 For remember, that he hath no forgiveness; 
4 And it shall be proven according to the laws of 

the land. 
5 But if any man shall commit adultery, he shall 

be tried before two elders of the church or more, 
and every word shall be established against him by 
two witnesses of the church, and not of the world. 

6 But if there are more than two witnesses it is 
better: 

7 But he shall be condemned by the mouth of two 
\Vitnesse~, and the elder& shall lay the case before 
the church, and the church shall lift up their hands 

. against them, that they may be dealt with accor­
ping to the law. 
8 And if it can be, it is necessary that the bishop 
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is present al$O. And thus ye shall do m all cases 
which shall come before you. 
9 And if a man shall rob, he shall be delivered 

up unto the law. 
10 And ifhe shall steal, he shall be delivered up 

unto the law. 
11 And if he lie, he shall be delivered up unto the 

Jaw. 
12 Ifhe do any manner of iniquity, he shall be 

del~vered up untQ the law, even that of God. 
13 And if thy brother offend tbee, thou shalt take 

him between him and thee alone; and if he confess, 
thou shalt be reconciled. 

14 And if be confess. nol, thou shalt take another 
with thee; and then ifhe confess not, thou shalt de­
liver him up unto the church, not to the members 
bllt to the elders. 

15 And it shaJ.1 be done in a meeting, and that 
not before the world. 

16 And if thy brother offend many, he shall be 
chastened before many. 

17 And if anyone offend openly, he shall be 
tebuked openly, that he may be ashamed. 
18 And if he confess not, he shall be delivel"ed up 

unto the law. 
19 !(any shall offend in secret, be shall be rebuked 

ill secret, that he may have opportunity to confess 
in secret to him whom he has offended, and to God, 
that the breuuen may not speak reproachfully. of 
him. 
20 And thus shall ye conduct in all things. 
21 Behold, verify I say unto you, that whatsoever 

persons among you having put away their compan .. 
inns, for the causo of fon1ication, or in other words, 
if they shall testify before you, in all lowliness of 
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heart, that this is the case, ye s1lall not cast them 
Out from among you: 
22 But if ye shall find that any persons, have left 

their cQInpanions, for the sake of adultery, and they 
themselves are the offenders, and their companions 
are living, they shall be cast out from among you. 
t 23 And again I say unto you, that ye shall be 
watchful and carefu1, with all inquiry, that ye re. 
ceive none such among you, if they arc married. 

24 And jf they are not married, they shall repent 
of all their sins, or ye shall not receive them. Amen: 

CHAPTER XLVIII. 

A Revelation to the church., ~'iven, 'in, Kirtland 
Ohio, Jrlarch 1831. ~ 

H EARKEN, 0 ye people of my church to 
whom the kingdom has been given! 

2 Hearken ye and t?,h'e car to him who laid the 
foundation of the earth; who made the heavens and 
all the hosts thereot~ and by whom all things were 
made which live and move and have a being. 

3 And again I say, hearken l1nto Uly voicE', lest 
death shall overtake you: 

4 In an hour when ye think not, the Sllmmer shaH 
be past, and the harvest cuded, and your souls not 
saved. 

5 Listen to him who is the Anvocate with th~ 
Father, who is pleading your case before him: 

6 Saying Father behold the sufferings and death 
of him who did no sin, in whom thou wast well 
pleased; behold the blood of thy Son which was 
~hed, the blood of him whom thou gayest that thy 
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se1rmight be glorified: wherefore Father spare these 
my brethren that believe on my name, that they 
may come unto me and ha.ve everlasting life. 

7 Heat'ken 0 ye people of my church, and ye el­
ders listen together, and hear my voice while it is 
called today, and harden not your hearts : 

8 For verily I say unto you that I am Alpha and 
Omega, the beginning and the end, the light and 
the life of the world, a light that shineth in darkness 
and the darkness comprehendeth it not: 
9 I came unto my own and my own received me 

not: 
10 But unto as many as received me,gave I power 

to do many miracles, and to become the sons of God, 
and even unto them that believed on my name gave 
I power to obtain etemallife. 

11 And even so I have sent mine everlasting cov .. 
enant iuto the world, to be a light to the world, and 
to be a standard for my people, and for the Gentiles 
to seek to it; 
12 And to be a messenger before my face to pre· 

pare the way before me. 
13 Wherefore come ye unto it, and with him that 

cometh I will reason as with men in days of old, 
and I will show unto you my strGng reasoning; 

14 Whelefore hearken ye together and let me 
show it unto you, even my wisdom, the wisdom of 
him whom ye say is the God of Enoch, and his 
brethren, who were separated from the earth, and 
were reserved unto myself, a city reserved until a 
day of righteousness shall come, a day which was 
sought for by all holy men, and they found it not 
because of wickedness and abominations, and con­
fessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the 
earth; 
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15 But obtained a promise that they should find 
it, and see it in their flesh. 

16 Wherefore hearken and I will reason with you, 
and I will speak unto you and prophesy as unto 
men in days of old, and I will show it plainly as I 
showed it unto my disciples, as I stood before them 
ill the flesh and ~pake unto them saying: 

] 7 As ye have asked of me concerning the signs 
of my comin~, in the day whp,n I shall come in my 
glory, in the clouds of heaven, to fulfil the promis" 
cs that 1 have made unto your fathers; 

18 For as ye have looked upon the long absence 
of your spirits from your hodies to be a bondage, I 
will show unto you how the clay of redemption shall 
come and also the restoration of the scattered Israet 

19 And now ye behold this temple which is in J e .. 
rusalem, which ye call the house of God, and your 
enemies say that this house shall never fall. 

20 But verily I say unto you, that desolation shall 
come upon this generation as a thief ill the night, 
and this people shall be destwyed and scattered 
among all nations. 

21 And this temple which ye now see, shall be 
thrown down that there shall not be left oue stone 
upon another. 

22 And it shall come to pas5, that this generation 
of Jews shall not pass away, until every desolation 
which I have told you concetning them, shall come 
to pass. 

23 Ye say that ye know, that the end of the world 
cometh; ye say also that ye know, that the heavens 
and the earth shaH pass away; and ill this ye say 
truly, for so it is; 

24 But these things which I have told you, shaU 
not pas~ away until aU shall be fulfilled. 
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25 And this I have told yon concerning Jerusa­
lem, and when that day shall come, shall a remnant 
be scattered among all nations, but they shall be 
gathered again; but they shall remain until the 
times of the Gentiles be fulfilled. 
26 And in that day shall be heard of wars and 

rumors of wars, and the whole earth shall be in com. 
motion, and men's hearts shall fail them, and they 
shall say that Christ delayeth his coming until the 
end of the earth. 

27 And the love of men shall wax cold, and ini­
quity shall abound; and when the time of the Gen­
tiles is come in, a light shall break forth among 
them that sit in darkness, and it shall be the fulness 
of my gospel; but they receive it not, for they per .. 
ceive not the light, and they turn their hearts from 
nle because of the precepts "f men ;anrl in that 
generation shall the times of the Gentiles be fulfil· 
led: 
28 And there shall be men standing in that gen­

eration, that shall not pass, until they shall see an 
overflowing scourge; for a desolating sickness shall 
cove.r th eland: 

29 But my disciples shall stand in holy places, 
nnd shall not be mQved; but among the wicked, 
men shall lift up their voices and curse God and 
die. 
30 And there shall be earthquakes, also, in divers 

places, and many desolations, yet men will harden 
their hearts against me; and they will take up the 
sword one against another, and they will kill one 
another. 

31 And now, when I the Lord had spoken these 
words unto my disciples, they were troubled; and 
I said unto them, be not..troubled,fof when all these 
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things shall CcJrnc to pass, ye may know that the 
promises which have been made unto you, shall be 
fulfilled: 

32 And when the light shall begin to break forth, 
it shall be with them like unto a parable which I 
will show you: 

33 Ye look and behold the fig-trees, and ye see 
them with your eyes, and ye say when they begin 
to shoot forth and their leaves Rre yet tender, ye 
say that summer is now nigh at hand; 

34 Even so it shall be in that day, when they shall 
see all these things, then shall they know that the 
hour is nigh. 

35 And it shall come to pass that he that feareth 
me shall be looking for the great day of the Lord to 
come, even for the signs of the coming of the Son 
of man; and they shall see signs and wonders, for 
they shall be shown forth in the heavens above, aud 
in the earth beneath; and they shall behold blood 
and fire, and vapors of smoke; 

36 And before the day of the Lord shall come~ 
the sun shall be darkened, and the moon be turned 
into blood, and stars fall from heaven; 

37 And the remnant shall be gathered unto this 
place; and then they ~hall Ioolt for me, and behold 
I will come; and they shall see me in the clouds of 
heaven, clothed with power and great glory, with 
all the holy angels; 

38 And he that watches not for me shall be cut 
off. 

39 But before the arm of the Lord shall fall, an 
angel shall sound his trump, and the saints that 
ha vc slept, shall come forth to meet me in the 
cloud. 
40 Whel"efOTe if ye have slept in peace, blessed 
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are you, (or as you now behold me and know that I 
am, even so shall ye come unto me and your souls 
shall live, and your redemption shall be perfected, 
and the saints shall come forth from the four quar· 
lers of the earth. 

41 Then shall the ann of the Lord fall upon the 
nations, and then shall the Lord Eet his foot upon 
this mount, and it shan cleave in twain, and the 
earth shall tremble and reel to and fro, and the 
heavens also shall shake, and the Lord shaH utter 
his voice and all the ends of the earth shall hear it, 
and the nations of the earth shall mourn, and they 
that have laughed shall see their folly, and calami­
ty shall cover the mocker, and the scorner shall be 
consumed, and they that have watched for iniquity, 
shal1 be hewn down and cast into the fire. 

42 And then shall the Jews look upon me, and 
say, What are these wounds in thine hands, and 
in thy feet 1 
43 Then shall they know that I am the Lord; for 

I will say unto them, These wounds, are the wounds 
with which 1 was wounded in the house of my 
friends. 
44 I am he who was lifted up 
4.5 lam jesus that was crucified. 
46 I am the Son of God. 
47 And then shall they weep because o!their ini,. 

quities; then shall they lament because they perse­
cuted their King. 

48 And then shall the heathen nations be redeem­
ed, and they which knew no law shall have part in 
the first resurrection; 

49 And it shall be tolerable for them; and satan 
shall be bound that he shall have no place in the 
beal1S of the children of men. 
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50 And at that day when I shall come in my glo­
ry, shall the parable be fulfilled which I spake con­
cerning the ten virgi.ns: 

51 For they that are wise and have received the 
truth, and have taken the Holy Spirit for their guide, 
and ha\'e not been deceived; 

52 Verily I say unto you, they shall not be hewn 
down and cast into the fire, but shall abide the day, 
and the earth shall be given unto them for an in­
heritance: 

53 And they shall multiply and wax strong, and 
their children shall grow up without sin unto salva­
tion, for the Lord shall be in their midst, and his 
glory shall be upon them, and he will be tneir King 
and their Lawglver. 

54 And llOW, behold I say unto you, it shall not 
be given unto you to know any farther than this, un­
til the new testament be translated, and in it all 
th ese thin~s shall be made known; 

55 \Vherefore I give unto you that ye may now 
translate it, that ye may be prepared for the things 
to come; 

56 Fo.r verily I say unto you, that great things 
await YOU; 

57 Ye hear of wars in foreign lands, but behold I 
say unto you they are nigh even unto your doors, 
and not many years hence ye shall hear of wars in 
yOUI' own lands. 

58 Wherefore I the Lord have said gather ye out 
from the eastern land!!, assemble ye yourselves to­
getner ye elders of my church; 

59 Go ye forth into the western countries, call 
upon the inhabitants to repent, and inasmuch as 
they do repent, build up churches unto me; and with 
one heart and with One mind, gathe..r up your riches 
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that ye may purchase an inheritance which shall 
hereafter be appointed unto you, and it shall be 
called the New Jerusalem, a land of peace, a city 
of refuge, a place of safety for the saints of the most 
high God; 

60 And the glory of the Lord shall be there, and 
the terror of the Lord also shall be there, insomuch 
that the wicked will not come unto it: 
~l And it shall be called Zion: 
62 And it shall come to pass, among the wicked, 

that every man that will not take his sword against 
his neighbor, tnust needs flee uuto Zion for safety. 
63 And there shall be gathered Unto it out of ev-

ery nation under heaven: 
64 And it shall be the only people that shall not 

be at war one with another. 
65 And it shall be said among the wicked, let us 

not go up to battle against Zion, for the inhabitants 
of Zion are terrible: 

66 Wherefore we can not stand. 
67 And it ~ha11 come to pass that the rightcoU'! 

shall be gathered out froiD among all nations, and 
shall come to Zion singing, with songs of everlasting 
joy. 

68 And now I say unto you, keep these things 
from goi'ng abroad unto the worJd, until it is expe­
dient in me, that ye may accomplish this work in 
the--eyes of the people, and in the eyes of your ene .. 
mies, that they may not know your works until ye 
have accomplished the thing which I have com­
manded you: 

69 That when they shall know it, that they may 
consider these things, for when the Lord shall ap­
pear he shall be terrible unto them, that fear may 
seize upon them, and they shall stand afar off ano 
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tremble: and all nations shall be afraid because of 
the terror of the Lord, and the power of his might; 
even so: Amen. 

CHAPTER XLIX • 

.a. Revelation to the church, given in Kirtland, 
Ohio, March, 1831. 

H EARKEN, 0 ye people of my church,. for 
verily I say unto you, that these things were 

spoken unto you for your profit and learning; 
2 But notwithstanding those things which are writ. 

fen, it always has been given to the elders of my 
church, from the beginning, and ever shall be, to 
cond uct all meetings as they are directed and gui. 
ded by the Holy Spirit: 
3 Nevertheless ye are commanded never to cast 

anyone out from your public mt'etings, which are 
held before the world: 
4 Ye are also commanded not to cast anyone, 

who belongeth to the Chlucb, out of your sacrament 
meetings: 
5 Nevertheless, if a.ny have trespassed, let him 

not partake until he makes reconciliation. 
6 And again I say unto you, ye shall not cast any 

one out of your sacrament meetings, who is earoest .. 
ly seeking the kingdom; 
'1 I speak this concerning those who are not of the 

church. 
8 And again I say unto you, concerning your con­

firmation meetings, that jf there be any that is not 
of the church. that is earnestly seeking after tile. 
kingdom, ye shall not cast them o\Jt; 
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9 But ye are commanded in all things to ask of 
God who giveth liberalJy, and that which the Spir­
it testifies unto you., even so I would that. ye should 
do in all holiness of heart, walking uprightly before 
me, considering the end of 'your salvation, doing all 
things with prayer and thanksgiving, that ye may 
not be seduced by evil spirits, or doctrines of devils, 
or the commandments of men , for 8ame are of men, 
and others of devils. 

10 Wherefore, beware lest ye are deceived! and 
thatye may not be deceived, seek ye earnestly the 
best gifts, always remembenng for what they are 
given; 

11 For verily I say unto you, they are given for 
'the benefit of those who love me and keep all my 
commandments, and him that seeketh so to do, that 
all may be benefitted, that seeketh or that asketn 
of me, that asketh and not for a sign that he may 
COllsume it upon his lusts. 

12 And again, verily I say unto you, I would that 
ye should always remember, and always retain in 
your minds what those gifts are, that are given un­
to the church, for all have not every gift given unto­
them: for there are many gifts, and to every man 
is given a gift by the Spirit of God; . 

13 To some it is given one, and to some is given 
another, that all may be profited thereby; 

14 To some it is given by the Holy Gbost to know 
that Jesus Christ is the Son of God, and that be 
was crucified for the sins of the world; to others it 
is given to believe on their words, that they also 
might have eternal life, if they continue faithful. 

15 And again, to sOllie it is given by the Holy 
Ghost to know the differences of administration, as 
it will be pleasing unto the same Lord, accotding

as the Lord will, suiting his mercies according to 
the conditions of the children of men. 

16 And again it is given by the Holy Ghost to 
some to know the diversities of operations, whether 
it be of God, that the manifestations of the Spir­
it may be given to every man to profit withal.

be not of God. 

24 And it shall come to pass that he that asketh 
in spirit shall receive in spirit; that unto some it 
may be given to have all those gifts, that there may 
be a head, in order that every member may be prof· 
ited thereby: 

25 He that asketh in the spirit" asketh according 
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\0 the will of God, wherefore it is done even as he 
asketh. 
26 And again I say unto you, all things must be 

done in the name of Christ, whatsoever you do in 
the spirit; 

27 And ye must give thauks unlo God in the spir .. 
it fol' whatsoever blessing ye are blessed with: 

28 And ye must practice virtue and holiness be­
fore .me continually; even so: Amen.

I T is necessary that ye should remain, for the 
present tjme, in your places of abode, as it shall 

be suitable to your circumstances; 
2 And inasmuch as ye have lands, ye shall im­

part to the eastern brethren,; 
3 And inasmuch as ye have not lands, let them 

buy, foe the present time, in those regions round 
about, as seemeth them good, for it must needs be 
hecessary that they have places to live for the pres­
Cnt time.

oordiug to the laws and commandments, which ye 
bave received, and which ye shall hereafter receive; 
even so: Amen.

ceivet!l him not, shall be damned: 

5 And they have done unto the Son of man even 
as they listed; 

6 And he has taken his power on the right hand 
of his glory, and now reigneth in the heavens, and 
will reign till he descends on the earth to put all en· 
emies under his feet: 

7 \Vhich time is nigh at hand: I the Lord God 
have spoken it: 
8 But the hour and the day no man knoweth 
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neither the angels in heaven, nor shall they know 
until he come: 

9 Wherefore I will that all men shall repent, for 
all are under sin, except them which I have reser .. 
ved unto myself, holy men that ye know not of: 

10 Wherefore I say unto you, that I have sent 
unto you mine everlasting covenant, even that which 
was from the beginning, and that which I have 
promised I have so fulfilled, and the nations of the 
earth shall bow to it; 

11 And, if not of themselves, they shall come 
down, for that which is now exalted of itself, shaIl 
be laid low of power: 

12 Wherefore I give unto you a commandment, 
that ye go among this people and say unto them,

19 For behold the beasts of the field, and the fowls 
of the air, and that which cometh of the earth, is 
ordained for the use of man, for food, and for rai­
ment, and that he might have in abundance, but it 
is not given that one man should po~sess that which 
is above another: 

20 Wherefore the world lieth in sin ; and wo be 
unto man that sheddeth blood or that wasteth flesh 
and hath no need. 

21 And again, verily I say unto you, that the Son 
of man cometh not in the form of a woman, neither 
()f a man travelling on the earth: 

22 Wherefore be not deceived, but continue in 
steadfastness, looking forth for the heavens to be 
shaken; 

23 And the earth to tremble, and to reel to and 
fro as a drunken man; and forthe valleys to be ex­
alted; and for the mountains to be made low; and 
for the rough places to become smooth: 

24 And an this when the angel shall sound his 
trumpet. 

25 But before the great day of the Lord shall come, 
Jacob shall flourish in the wilderness; and the La .. 
manites shall blossom as the rose: 

26 Zion shall flourish upon the hills, and rejoice 
upon the mountains, and shall be assembled togeth­
{>T unto the place which I have appointed. 

27 Behold I say unto you, go forth as I hav~ com .. 
manded you; 

28 Repent of all your sins; ask and ye shall re­
ceive; knock and it shall be opened unto you: 
29 Behold J will go before you, and be your Terce. 
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ward; and I will be in your midst, and you shall 
not be confounded: 

30 Behold I am Jesus Christ, and I come q uick­
Iy; even so : Amen. 

CHAPTER LIII • 

.11 Revelation to the elders o/the church assembled 
at Kirtland, Ohio, given May, 183l. 

H EA RKEN, 0 ye elders of my church, and 
give ear to the voice of the Ii ving God; and 

a ttend to the words of wisdom which shall be giv­
en unto you, according as ye have asked and are. 
agreed as touching the church, and the spirits which 
have gone abroad in the earth. 

2 Behold verily I say unto you, that there axe rna.

crites, for thus saith the Lord, 1 will bring them to 
judgment. 

7 Behold verily I say unto you, there are hypo­
crites among you, and have deceived some, which 
has given the adversary power, but behold. such shaU 
be lecl~imed; 
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8 But the hypocrit.es shall be detected and shall 
be cut off, either in life or in death, even as I will, 
and wo unto them who are cut off from my church, 
for the same are overcome of the world: 

9 \Vherefore, let every man beware lost he do 
that which is not in truth and rjghteousness before 
me. 

10 And now come, saith the IJord, by the Spirit, 
unto the ~ldcJ's of his church, and let us reason to .. 
gether, tha.t ye may understand: 

11 Let us reason even as a man reasoneth one 
with another face to face: 

12 Now \\hen a man reasoneth, he is understood 
of man, because he reasonedl as a man; even so 
will 1 the Lord reason with you that you may un .. 
derstand: 

13 \Vherefore I the Lord asketh you this question, 
unto what wcreye ordained 1 

14 To preach my gospel by the Spirit, even the 
Comforter which was sent forth to teach the truth; 
nnd then received ye spirits which ye could not un­
derstand, and received them to be of God, and in 
this are ye justified 1 
15 E£llOld yeshall answer this que~tion yonrselves, 

nevertheless I will be merciful unto you: 
16 lIe that is weak among you hereafter shall be 

made strong. 
17 Verily I say unto you, he that is ordained of 

me and sent fOIth to preach the word of truth by 
the Comforter, in the 5pirit of truth, doth he preach 
it by the spirit of truth, or some other way 1 and if 
by some other way, it be not of God. 

18 And again, he that r~eiveth the word of truth, 
doth he receive it by the spirit of truth, or some oth .. 
er way 1 if it be some other way, it be not of God; 
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19 Therefore, why is it that ye can not understand 
and know that he that recei veth the word by the 
spirit of truth, receiveth it as it is preached by the 
spirit of truth 1 

20 Wherefore, he that preacheth and he that re­
ceiveth, understandeth one another, tIlnd both are 
edified and rejoice together; and that which doth 
not edify, is not of God, and is darkness: 

21 That which is of God is light, and he that le. 
cei vcth light and continueth in God, receiveth more 
light, and that light groweth brighter and brighter, 
un til the perfect day. 

22 And again, verily I !ay unto you, and I say it 
that you may know the truth, that you may chase 
darkness from among you, (or he that is ordained of 
God and sent forth, the same is appointed to be the 
greatest, notwithstanding he is least, and the ser­
vant of all: 
23 Wherefore he is possessor of all things, (or all 

things are subject unto him, both in heavel\ and on 
the earth, the life, and the light, the spirit, and the 
power, sent forth by the will of the Father, through 
Jesus Christ, his Son; 

24 But no man is possessor of all things, except 
he be purified and cleansed from all sin ; 

25 And if ye are purified and cleansed from all 
sin, ye shall ask whatsoever you will in the name 
of Jesus, and it shall be done: 

26 But know this, it shall be given you what you 
shall ask, and as ye are appointed 10 the head, the 
spirits shall be subject unto you: 

27 Whel'Cfore it shall come to pass, that if you 
behold a spirit manifested that ye can 110t under4 

stand, and you receive not that spirit, ye shall ask 
of the Father in the name of J esu~ and if he give 
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not unto you that spirit, then you may know that 
it is not of God: 
28 And it shall be given unto you power over that 

spirit, and you shall proclaim against that spirit 
with a loud voice, that it is not of God; 
29 Not 'with railing accusation, that ye be not over· 

come; neither with boasting, nor rejoicing, lest yon 
be seized therewith: 
30 He that receiveth of God, let him account it of 

God, and let him rejoice that he is accounted of 
God worthy to receive, and by gidng heed and do­
ing these things which ye have received, and which 
ye shall hereafter receive: 

31 And the kingdom is given unto you of the Fa­
ther, and power to o\'ercome all things, which is not 
ordained of him: 

32 And behold, verily I say unto you, blessed are 
you who are now hearing these words of mine from 
the mouth of my servant, for your sins arc forgiven 
you. 

33 Let my servant Joseph (W.) in whom I am 
well pleased, and my servant Parley, go forth among 
the churches and strengthen them hy the word of 
exhortation; 

34 And also my servant John (C.,) or as many 
of my servants as are ordained unto this office, and 
let them labor in the vineyard; 

35 And let no man hinder them of doing that 
which I have appointed unto them: 

36 ",Therefore in this thing my servant Edward is 
not justified, neverthe 1SS let him repent and he 
shall be forgiven. 

37 Behold ye are little children, and ye can not 
bear all things now; ye must grow in grace and in 
the knowledge of the truth. 
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38 Fear not, little children, foryou are mine, and 
I have overcome the world, and you are of them 
that roy Father hath given me; 
39 And none of them which my Father hath giv­

en me shall be lost: 
40 And the Father and I are one; I am in the 

Father and the Father in me : 
41 And inasmuch as ye have received me, ye are 

in me, and I in you: wherefore I am in your midst; 
and I aln the gOM Shepherd; 

42 And the day cometn that you shall hear my 
voice and see me, and know that I am. 
43 Watch, therefore, that ye may be -ready; even 

so: Amen. 

CHAPTER LIV •

B EHOLD, thus saith the Lord unto the elders 
whom he hath called and chosen, in these last 

days, by the voice of his Spirit, saying, I the Lord 
will make known unto you what I will that ye shall 
do from this time until the next conference, which 
shall be held in Missouri, upon the land which I 
will consecrate unto my people, which are a rem­
nant of Jacob, and them who are heirs according to 
the covena.nt.

vants Joseph and Sidney take their journey as soon 
as preparations can be· made 10 leave their homes, 
and journey to the land of Missouri.

4 And it shall also, inasmuch as they are faith­
ful, be made known unto them the land of yOU1' in­
heritance. 

5 And inasmuch as they are not faithful, they 
shall be cut off, even as I will, as seemeth me good. 

6 And again, verily I say unto you, let my ser­
vant LYJIlan (W.,) and my servant John (C.,) 
take their journey speedily: 

7 And also my servant John (M.) and my ser­
,Tant Hyrum, take their journey unto the same place 
by the way of Detroit. 

8 And let them journey from thence preaching 
the word by the way, saying none other things than 
that which the prophets and apostles have written, 
and that which is taught them by the Comforter, 
through the prayer of faith. 

9 Let them go two by two, and thus let them 
preach by the way in every congregation, baptizing 
by water, and the laying 011 of the hands by the 
water side: 

10 For thus saith 1he Lord, I will cut my work 
short in righteousness: 

11 For the days cometh that I willsend forthjudg­
ment unto victory. 

12 And let my servant Lyman beware, for satan 
desireth to sift him as ~haff. 

13 And behold, he that is faithful shall be made 
ruler over many things. 

14 And again, I will give unto you a pattern in 
all things, that ye may not be deceived, fOl' satan is 
abroad in the land, and he goeth forth deceiving the 
nations: 
15 Wherefore he that praycth whose spirit is con .. 
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trite, the same is accepted of me, if he obey mine 
ordinances: 

16 He that speaketh, whose spirit is contrite, 
whose language is meek, and edifieth, the same is 
of God, if he obey mine ordinances. 

17 And again, he that trembleth under my power, 
shall be made strong, and shall bring forth fruits of 
praise, and wisdom, according to the revelations, 
and truths which I have given you. 
]8 And again, he that is overcome and bringeth 

not forth fruits, even according to this pattern, is 
not of me: 

19 Wherefore by this pattern ye shall know the 
spirits in all cases, under the whole heavens. 

20 And the days have come, according to men's 
faith it sha11 be done unto them. 

21 Behold this commandment is given unto all 
the elders whom I have chosen. 
22 And again, verily I say unto you, let my ser. 

vant Thomas, and my servant Ezra, take their 
journey also, preaching the word by the way, unto 
this same land. 
23 And again, let my servant Isaac and my ser­

vant Ezra (B.,) take their journey, also preaching 
the word by the way unto the same land. 

24 And again, let my servant Edward and MaJ. 
tin take their joulney with my servants Sidney and 
Joseph. 

25 Let my servant David and Harvey, also take 
their journey, and preach by the way unto this same 
land. 

26 Let my servants Parley and Orson (P.) take 
their journey, and preach by the way, even unto 
this same land. 

27 And let my servants Solomon and Simeon, 
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also take their journey unto this same land, and 
preach by the way. 
28 Let my servants Edson and Jacob (S.,) also 

take their journey. 
29 Let my servants Levi and Zebidee, also take 

their journey. 
30 Let my servants Reynolds and Samuel, also 

take their journey. 
3t Let my servants \Vheeler and \Villiam (C.,) 

also take their journey. 
32 And let my servants Newel (K.) and Selah, 

both be ordained and also take their journey: 
33 Yea, verily 1 say, let all these take their jour­

ney UlHO one place, in their several courses, and 
one man shall not build upon another's foundation, 
neither journey in another's track. 

34 He that is faithful, the same shall be kept and 
blessed with much fruit. 

35 And again, I say unto you, let my servant 
Joseph (W.) and Solomon CH.,) take their jour­
ney into the eastern lands. 

36 Let them labor with their families, declaring 
none other things than the prophets and apostles, 
that which they have seen, and beard, and most as .. 
suredly believe, that the prophecies may be fulfilled. 

37 In consequence of transgression, let that which 
was bestowed upon Heman, be taken from him, 
and placed upon the head of Simonds. 

38 And again, verily I say unto you, let Jared be 
ordained a priest, and also George be ordained a 
priest. 

39 Let the residue of the elders watch over the 
churches, and declare the word in the regions amon{5 
them. 
40 And let them labor with t..~eir own hands~ that 
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there be no idolatry nor wickedness practiced. And 
remem ber in all things, the poor and the needy, 
the sick and the affiic"ted, for he that doeth not these 
things, the same is not my disciple. 
41 And again, let my servants Joseph and Sidney 

and Edward, take with them a recommend from 
the church. 
42 And let there be one obtained for my sel'Vant 

Oliver, also: 
43 And thus, even as I have said, if ye are faith­

ful, ye shall assemble yourselves together to rejoice 
upon the land of Missouri, which is the land of your 
inheritance, which is now the land of your enemies. 

44 But behold I the Lord will hasten the city in 
its time; 
45 And will crown the faithful with joy and with 

rejoicing. 
46 Behold I am JesusChrist, the Son of God, and 

I will lift them up at the last day; even so: Amen. 

CIIAPTER LV . 

.11 Revelation to Sidney (G.,) given in Kirtland, 
Ohio, June, 1831. 

BEHOLD I say unto you, my servant Sidney, 
that I have heard your prayers, and you have 

called upon me, that it should be made known un­
to you, of the Lord your God, concerning your call­
ing, and election in this church, which I the Lord 
have raised up in these last days.

5 \Vherefore I revoke the commandment which 
was given unto m.y servants Thomas and Ezra, and 
gi\Je a new commandment unto my servant Thom­
as, that he shall take up his journey speedily to the 
land of Missouri; 
6 And my servant Selah shall also go with him: 
7 For behold I revoke t.he commandment which 

W::lS given unto my servants Selah and Newel, in 
r:onsequcnce of the stiffneckedness of my people 
which are in Thompson; and theirff~belljons: 
8 \Vherefol'c let my servant Newel remain with 

them, and as many as will go may go, tha t are con ... 
trite before me, and be led by him to the land which 
I ha\ie appointed. 

9 And again, \'eJily I say unto you, that my ser­
vant Ezra must repent of his pride, and of his self­
ishness, and obey the former commandment which 
I have given him concerning the place upon wbich 
he lives; 

10 And if he will do this, as there shaH be no di .. 
'visions made upon the land, he shaH be appointed 
still to go to the land of Missouri; 

11 Otherwise he shalll"eCe v the money which he 
E2 
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has paid, and shall leave the place, and shall be cut 
off out of my church, saith the Lord God of hosts: 

12 And though the heaven and the earth pass 
away, these words shall not pass away, but shall be 
fulfilled. 
13 And if my servant Joseph must needs pay tile 

money, behold I the Lord will pay .it unto him again 
in the land of Missouri, that those of whom he shall 
receive may be rewarded again, according to that 
which they do. 

14 For according to that which they do, they shan 
Eeceive; even in lands for their inheritance. 

15 Behold thus saith the Lord unto my people, 
you have many things to do, and to repent of: 

16 For behold your sins have come up unto me, 
and are not pardoned because you seek to coun-scl 
in your own ways. 
17 And your hearts are not satisfied. 
18 And ye obey not the truth, but have pleasure 

in unrighteousness. 
19 Wo unto you rich men, that will not give your 

substance to the poor, for your riches will canker 
your souls! and this shall be your lamentation in 
the day of visitation, and of judgment, and of indig­
nation: 
20 The harvest is past, the summer is ended, and 

my soul is not saved! 
21 W 0 unto you poor men, whose hearts art' not 

broken, whose spirits are not contrite, and whose 
bellies are not satisfied, and whose hands are not 
stayed from laying hold upon other men's goods, 
whose eyes are full of greediness, who will not labor 
,,·ith their own hands! 

22 But blessed are the poor, who ate pure in heart, 
wbose hearts are broken, and whose spirits are ccn-
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trite, for they shall see the kingdOlTI of God coming 
in power and great glory unto their deliverance: 

23 For the fatness of the earth shall 'be theirs: 
24 For behold the Lord shall come, and his ree· 

ompellsc shall be with him, and he shall reward ev .. 
ery man, and the poor shall rf:'joice: and their gener­
ations shall inherit the earth from generation to gen· 
i'ration, for ever and ever. 

25 And now I make an end of speaking unto you; 
even so: Amen.

cth my commanclments, whether in life or in death; 
3 And he that is faithful in tribulation, the rewarl 

'of the same is greater in the kingdom of h~a\4len. 
4 Ye can not behold with your natm'al eyes, lor 

the present time, the design of your God con~erI1-
ing tllose things which shall come hereafter, and. the 
glo~y which shall follow, after much tribulation. 

S For after much tribulation cometh the blessings. 
6 \Vherefore, the day cometh that ye shall. b~ 

crowned with much glory, the hour is not yet butis 
Jl i~h at hand. 

7 l{emember this which I tell you before, that yen 
,m1Y hy it t') hrart, and r~ceivc that ,,(hi:h s!~i:l:l 

"l 
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follow. Behold, verily I say unto you, for this cause 
I have sent YOll that you might be ohedient, and 
that your hearts might be prepared to bear testimo­
ny of the things which are to come; 

8 And also, that you might be honored of laying 
the foundation, and of bearing record of the land 
upon which the Zion of God shall stand; 

9 And also, that a feast of fat things might be 
prepared for the poor; 

10 Yea a feast of fat things, of wine on the lees 
well refined, that the earth may know that the mOllths 
of the prophets shall not fail ; 

11 Yea, a supper of the house of the Lord, wen 
prepared, unto which all nations shan be invited. 

12 F~irstly the rich, and the learned, the wise and 
the noble; 

13 And after that cometh the day of my PO\l;'Cl': 

14 Then shall the poor, the lame and the blind, 
and the deaf, come in unto the marriage oftlle Lamb, 
and partake of the supper of the Lord, prepared for 
the great day to come. 

15 Dehold I the Lord ha ve spoken it. 
16 And that the testimony might go forth from 

Zion; yea from the mouth of the city of the heri-
tage of God: . 

17 Yea, for this cause I have sent you hither; 
18 And have selected my~ervalltEdward and ap­

pointed unto him his mission in this land: 
19 But if he repent not of his sins, which are lln~ 

belief and blindness of heart, let him tak.e heed lest 
he fall. 

20 Behold his mission is given unto him a.nd it 
shall not be given again. 

21 And whoso standeth in this mission, is appoin­
ted to be a judge in Israel, like as it was in ancient 
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days, to divide the la,nds of the heritage of God un .. 
to his children; and to judge his people by the testi­
mony of the just, and by the assistance of his coun­
sellors, according to the laws of the kingdom which 
are given by the prophets of God : 

22 For verily I say unto you, my laws shall be 
kept on this land. 

23 Let no man think that he is ruler, but let God 
rule hIm that judgeth, according to the counsel of his 
own will: 

24 Or in other words, him that counselleth, or sit .. 
teth upon the judgment seat. 

25 Let no man break the laws of the land, for he 
that keepeth the laws of God, hath no need to break 
the law"s of the land: 

26 \Vherefore be subject to the powers that bp., 
until He reigns v;hose right it is to reign, and sub ... 
dues all enemies under his feet. 

27 Behold the laws which ye have received from 
my hand, are the laws of the church; 

28 And in this light ye shall hold them forth. 
29 Behold here is wisciom. 
30 And now as I spake concerning my servant 

Edward: this land is the land of his residence, and 
those whom he has appointed for his counsellors. 

31 And also the land of the residence of him 
whom I have appointed to keep my storehouse: 

32 Wherefore let them bring their families to this 
land, as they shall counsel between themselves and 
me: 

33 For behold it is not meet that I should com .. 
maud in all things, for he that is compelled in all 
things, the same is a slothful and not a wise servant; 

34 \Vhere[ore he receiveth no reward. 
35 Verily I say, men should be anxiously engaged 
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in a good cause, and do many things of their own 
free will, and bring to pass much righteousness: 

36 For the power is ill them, wheloein they are 
agents unto themsehres. 

37 And inasmuch as omen do good, they shall in 
no wise loose their rewatd. 

38 But he that doeth not any thing until he is com­
manded, and receiveth a comtnandment \\lith doubt­
ful heart, and keepeth it with slothfulness, the same 
is damned. 

39 \Vho am I that made man, saith the Lord, 
that will hold him guiltless) that obey not my com·· 
mandments1 
40 'Vilo am I, saith the Lord, that have promised 

and have not fulfilled ~ 
41 I command and a man obeys not, I revoke 

and they receive not the blessing: 
42 Then they say in their hearts, this is not 

the work 01 the Lord, for his promises arc not ful", 
filled. 

43 But wo unto such, for their reward lurketh be­
neath, and not from above. 

44 And now I give unto you further directions 
,oncerning this land. 
45 It is wisdom in me, that my servant Martin 

should be an example unto the church, in luying his 
moneys before the bishop of the church. 
46 And also, this is a law unto every man that 

cometh un to this land, to receive an inheritance; 
47 And he shall do with his moneys according as 

the law directs. 
48 And it is wisdom also, that there should be 

lands purchased in Independence, for the place of 
the storehouse: 
49 And also for the house of the printing. 
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50 And ather directions, concerning my servant 
Marlin, shaH be given him of the Spirit, that he 
may receive his inheritance as scemeth him good. 
And let him repent of his sins, for he seeketh the 
praise of the world. 

51 And also let my ~ervnnt \Villiam stand ill the 
office which I ha ve appointed him, and receive his 
inheritance in the land. 

52 And also, he hath need to repent, for I the 
Lord am not pleased with him, for he sceketh to e~· 
c 11, and he is not sufficiently meek belore me. 
53 Behold he who has repented of his sins the same 

is forgiven, and I the Lord remembereth them 110 

more 
54 By this ye may know if a man repeuteth of his 

sins. 
55 Behold he will confes~ them and forsake them. 
56 And now verily I sny, concerning the residue 

of the elders of my church, the time has not yet 
come for mallY yt'ars, for them to rccei\"f~ their in­
heritance in this land; except they desire it tbrollgh 
prayer, only as it shall be appointed unto them of 
the I~ord. 

57 For behold they shall push the people togeth­
er from the ends of the earth: 

58 Wherefore ass~mble yourselves together, and 
they who are not appointed to stay ill this land, let 
them preach the gospel in the regions round about ~ 

59 And after that, let them return to their bomes. 
60 Let them preach by the way, ann bear testi­

mony of the truth in all places, and cal1 upon the 
rich, the high, and the low, and the poor, to repenq 

61 And let them build up churches inasmuch as 
the inhabitants of the earth will repent. 

S2. And let there be an agent appointed by the 
);;5 
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voice of the church, unto the church in Ohio, to re­
ceive moneys to purchase lands in Zion. 

63 And I give unto my servant Sidney a com­
Jnandment, that he shall write a description of the 
land of Zion, and a statement of the will of God, 
as it shall be made known by the Spirit, unto him. 
and an epistle and subscription, to be presented un .. 
to all the churches, to obtain moneys, to be put into 
the hands of the bishop, to purchase lands for an in­
heritance for the children of God, of himself or the 
agent, as seemeth him good, or as he shall direct. 
64 For behold, verily I say unto you, the LOl'd 

willeth that the disciples, and the children of men, 
should open their hearts, even to purchase this whole 
region of country, as soon as time will permit. 

65 Behold here is wisdom; let them do this lest 
they receive none inheritance, save it be by the shed· 
ding of blood. 

66 And again, inasmuch as there is land obtain· 
cd, let there be workmen sent forth, of all kinds) un .. 
to this land, to labor for the saints of God. 

67 Let all these things be done in order. 
68 And let the privileges of the lands be made 

known from time to time, by the bishop, or the agent 
of the church. 

69 And let the work of the gathering be not in 
haste, nOlO by flight, but let it be done as it shall be 
counselled by the elders of the church at the confer­
ences, according to the know ledge which they re­
ceive from time to time. 

70 And let my servant Sidney consecrate and ded­
icate this land, and the spot of the temple, unto the 
Lord. 

71 And let a conference meeting be called, and 
ilfter that, let my servant Si_dney and Joseph return, 
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and also Oliver with them, to accomplish the resl· 
due of the work, which I have appointed unto them 
in their own land: 

72 And the residue as shall be ruled by the con· 
ferences. 

73 And let no man return from this land, except 
he bear record by the way, of that which he knows 
and most assuredly believes. 

74 Let that which has been bestowed upon Ziba, 
be taken from him: 
75 And let him stand as a member in the church, 

ancllabOf with his own hands, with the brethren, 
until he is sufficiently chastened for all his sins, for 
he confesseth them not, and he thinketh to hide 
them. 

76 Let the residue of the elders of this church, 
which are coming to this land, some of whom <\.1'0 

exceedingly blessed even above measUl"C, also, hold 
n conference upon this land. 

77 And let my sen'ant Edward direct the confer .. 
ence, which shall be held by them. 

78 And let them also return, preaching the gospel 
by the way, beariflg record of the things which are 
l'evealed unto them: 

79 For verily the sounel must go forth from this 
place into all the world; 
80 And unto the uttermost parts of the earth, 

the gospel must be prcachetl unto every creature, 
with signs following them that believe. 
81 And behold the Son of man cometh: Amen.

.J.l Revelation to the ChUfCh'2 given in, Zion, J1 u-
gust, 1831 

B EHOLD, blessed saith the Lord, are they who 
have come up unto this land with an eye single 

to my glory, accordh)g to my commandments: 
2 For them that live shall inherit the earth, and 

them that die shall re~t from all their labors, and their 
works shall follow them, and they shall receive a 
crown in the mansions of my Father, which 1 have 
prepared for the m ; 

3 Yea, blesse-d are they whose feet stand upon 
the land of Zion, who have obeyed my gospel, for 
they shall receive for their reward the good things of 
the eal1h; 
4 And it shall bring forth in its strength: 
5 And they also shall be crowned with blessings 

from above; 
6 Yea and with commandments not a few; 
7 And with revelations in their time: 
8 They that are faithful and diligent before me : 
9 Wherefore I give unto them a commandment, 

saying thus: 
10 Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy 

heart, with all thy might, mind, and strength: 
11 And in the name of Jesus Christ thou shalt 

serve him. 
12 Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself. 
13 Thou shalt not steal. 
14 Neither commit adultery, nor kill, nor do any 

thing like unto it. 
15 Thou shalt thank the Lord thy God in all things. 
16 Thou shalt offer a sacrifice unto the Lord thy 

God in righteousness: 
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17 Even that of a broken heart and a contrite 
spirit. 

18 And that thou mayest more fully keep thyself 
unspotted from the world, thou shal t go to the house 
of prayer and offer up thy sacraments upon my holy 
day: 

19 For verily this is a day appointed unto you to 
rest from your labors, and to pay thy devotioI\s unto 
the Most High; 
20 Nevertheless thy vows shall be offered up in 

righteousness On all days, and at all times; 
21 But remember that on this, the Lord's day, 

thou shalt offer thine oblations, and thy sacraments, 
unto the Most High, confessing thy sins unto thy 
brethren, and before the Lord. 

22 And on this day thou shalt do none other thing. 
only let thy food be prepared with singleness of 
heart, that thy fasting may be perfect, or in other 
words, tha t thy joy may be full. 

23 Verily this is fasting and prayer; or, in other 
words, rejoicing and prayer. 

24 And inasmuch as ye do these things with thanks. 
giving, with cheerful hearts, and countenances, not 
with much laughter, for this is sin, but with a glad 
heart, and a cheerful countenance; 

25 Verily I say, that inasmuch as ye do this the 
fulness of the earth is yours: 

26 The beasts of the fields, and the fowls of the 
air., and that which climbeth upon the trees, and 
walketh upon the earth : 

27 Yea, and the herb, and the good things which 
cometh of the earth, whether for food or for raiment, 
or for houses, or for barns, or for orchards, or for 
gardens, or for vineyards: 

28 Yea, all things which cometh of the earth, in 
E7 
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the. season thereof, is made for the benefit and the 
use of man, both to please the eye, and to gladden 
the heart: 

29 Yen, for food and for raiment, for taste, and 
for smell, to strengthen the body, and to enliven the 
soul. 

30 And it pleaseth God that he bath given all 
these things unto man : 

31 For unto this end were they made, to be used 
with judgment, nat to excess, neither by extortion: 

32 And in nothing doth man offend God, or against 
none is his wrath kindled, save those who confess 
not his hand in all things, and obey 110t his com .. 
manrlments. 

33 Behold this is according to the law and the 
prophets: 

34 Wherefore trouble me no more concerning this 
matter, but lea~n that he who doeth the works of 
righteousness, shall receive his reward, even peace in 
this world, and eternal life in the world to come. 

35 I the Lord hal'e spoken it and the sphit bear­
eth l'ecold. Amen. 

CHAPTER LXI . 

Revelation to the elders oflhe church, given in 
Zion, .B.ugwt, 1831. 

BEHOLD, thus saith the Lord unto the elders 
of his church, who are to return speedily to 

the land from whence they came.

I have given unto them, because of the fear of 
man.

6 And in the day when I shall make up my jew­
els, all men shall know what it is that bespeaketh 
the power of God . 
7 But verily I will speak. unto you concerning your 

journey unto the land from whence you came. 
8 Let there be a craft made, or bought, as seem­

eth you good, it mattereth not unto me, and take 
your journey speedily for the place which is called 
St. Louis. 
9 And from thence let my servan ts Sidney ana 

Joseph and Oliver, take their journey for Cincin­
nati: 

10 And in this place let them lift up their voice,. 
and declare my word with loud voices, without 
wrath or doubting, lifting up holy hands upon them. 

11 For I am able to make you holy, and your sins 
are forgiven you. 

12 And let the residue take their journey from St. 
Louis, two by two, and preach the word, not in 
haste, among the congregations of the wicked, un­
til they return to the churches from whence they 
came. 

13 And all this for the good of the churches; foX' 
this intent have I sent them. 

14 And let my servant Edward impart of the mon .. 
ey which I have given him, a. portion unto mine el. 
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ders, which are commanded to retum: and he that 
is able, let him return it by the way of the agent, 
and he that is not, of him it is not required. 

] 5 And now I speak of the residue which are to 
comp unto this land. 

16 Behold they have been sent to preach my gos· 
pel among the congregations of the wicked: 

17 Wherefore, I give unto them a commandment. 
thus: 

18 Thou shalt not idle away thy time: 
19 Neither shalt thou bury thy talent that it may 

not be known. 
20 And after thou hast come up unto the land of 

Zion, and hast proclaimed my word, thou shalt 
speediJy return proclaiming the word among the con .. 
gregations of the wicked. 

2 Not in haste, neither in wrath" nOr with strife ': 
22 And shake off the dust of thy feet against those 

who receive thee not, not in their presence, lest thou 
provoke them, but in secret, and wash thy feet as a 
testimony against them in the day of judgment. 

23 Benold this is sufficient for you, and the will of 
him who hath sen you. 

24 And by the mouth of my servant Joseph, it 
shall be made known concerning Sidney and Oli­
ver. 

25 The residue hereafter; even so: Amen, 
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CHAPTER LXII. 

.A Revelation to eleven elders, given upon ihe bank 
of the ~fissouri river, .f.lugust, 1831. 

BEHOLD, and hearken unto the voice of him 
who has all power, who is from everlasting to 

everlasting, even Alpha and Omega, the beginning 
and the end. 

2 Behold, ,Terily thus saith the Lord unto you 0 
ye elders of my church, who are assembled upon 
this spot, whose sins are now forgiven you, for I the 
Lord forgiveth sins, and am merciful unto those 
who confess their sins with humble hearts: 

3 But verily I say unto you, that it is not needful 
for this whole company of mine elders, to be mov­
ing swiftly upon the waters, whilst the inhabitants 
on either side are perishing in unbelief: 

4 Nevertheless, I suffered it that ye might bear 
record: 

5 Behold there are many dangers upon the waters 
and more especially hereafter, for I the Lord have 
decreed, in mine anger, many destructions upon the 
waters; 

6 Yea, and especially upon these waters; 
7 N evenheless, all flesh is in mine hand, and he 

that is faithful among you, shall not perish by the 
water~. 

8 Wherefore it is expedient that my servant Sid­
Iley (G.) and my servant William be in haste upon 
their errand and mission: 
9 Nevertheless I would not suffer that ye should 

part until you are chastened for all your sinE, that 
you might be one; 

10 That you might not perish in wickedness; 
11 But now verily I say, it behooveth me tba.t ye 
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should part: wherefore let my servants Sidney ancl 
Willliam, take their former company, and let them 
take their journey in haste that they may fill their 
mission, and through faith they shall overcome; 

12 And inasmuch as they are faithful, they shall 
be preserved, and I the Lord wi) 1 be with them. 

13 And let the residue take that which is needful 
for clothing. 

14 Let my servant Sidney take that which is not 
needful with him, as you shaH agree. 

15 And now behold, for your good I gave unta 
you a commandment concerning these things; and 
I the Lord will reason with you as with men in 
days of old. 

16 Behold I the Lord in the beginning, blessed 
the waters, but in the last days by the mouth of my 
servant John, I cursed the waters: 

17 Wherefore, the days will come that no flesh 
shall be safe upon the waters, and it shall be said 
in days to come, that none IS able to go up to the 
land of Zion, upon the waters, but he that is upright 
in heart. 

18 And, as I the Lord in the beginning cursed 
the land, even so in the last days have I blessed it, 
in its time, for the usc of my saints, that they may 
partake the fatness thereof. 

19 And now I give unto you a commandment, 
and what I say unto one I say unto all, that you 
shall forewarn your brethren concerning these wa­
ters, that they come not in journeying upon them, 
lest their faith fail and they are caught in her 
snares: 

20 I the Lord have decreed, and the destroyer ri­
deth upon the face thereof, and 1 revoke not the 
decree: 
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21 I the Lord was angry with you yesterday, but 
today mine anger is turned away: 
22 Wherefore let those concerning whom I have 

spoken, that should take their journey in haste: 
23 Again I say unto you, let them take their jour­

ney in haste, and it mattereth not unto me, after a 
little, if it so be that they fill their mission, whether 
they go by water or by land: 

24 Let this be as it is made known unto them ac­
cording to their judgments, hereaftec. 

25 And now, concerning my servants Sidney, and 
Joseph, and Oliver, let them come not again upon 
the waters, save it be upon the canal, while jour­
neying unto their homes, or in other words they 
shall not come upon the waters to journey, save 
upon the canal. 

26 Behold I the Lord have appointed a way for 
the journeying of my saints, and behold this is the 
way: 

27 That after they leave the canal, they shall 
journey by land, inasmuch as they are commanded 
to journey and go up unto the land of Zion; and 
they shall do like unto the children of Israel, pitch .. 
iog their tents by the way. 

28 And behold this commandment, you shall give 
unto all your brethren: nevertheless unto whom it 
is given power to command the waters,. unto him it 
is given by the Spirit to know all his ways: 

29 Wherefore let him do as the Spirit of the liv­
ing God commandeth him, whether upon the land 
or upon the waters, as it remaineth wi th me to do 
hereafter; 

30 And unto you it is given the course for the 
saints, or the way for the saints of the camp of the 
Lord, to journey. 
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31 And again, verily I say unto you, my servants 
Bidlley, and Joseph, and Oliver, shall not open their 
mouths in the congregations of the wicked, until 
they arrive at Cincinnati; 

32 And in that place they shall lift up their voices 
unto God against that people. 

33 Yea, unto him whose anger is kindled against 
their wickedness; a people which is well nigh Ii· 
pened for destruction; 

34 And from thence let them journey for the con­
gregations of their brethren, for their labors, even 
now, are wanted more abundantly among them, 
than among the congregations of the wicked. 

35 And now concerning the residue, let them 
journey and declare the word among the congrega­
tions of the wicked, inasmuch as it is given, and 
inasmuch as they do this they shall rid their gar. 
ments, and they shall be spotless before me; 

36 And let them journey together, or two by two, 
as seemeth them good, only let my servant Rey .. 
nolds, and my servant Samuel, with whom I am 
well pleased, be not separated until they return 
to their homes, and this for a wise purpose in me. 

37 And now verily I say unto you, and what I 
say unto one I say unto all, be of good cheer little 
children for I am in your midst, and I have not for­
saken you, and inasmuch as you have humbled 
yourselves before me, the blessiugs of the kingdom 
are yours: 

38 Gird up your Toins and be watchful, and be 
sober, looking forth for the coming of the Son of 
man, for he cometh in an hour you think not. 

39 Pray always that you enter not into tempta­
tion, that you may abide the day of his coming~ 
whether in life Ot in death; even so: Amen

33 I the Lord am angry with the wicked; 
34 I am holding my Spirit from the inhabitants 

of the earth. 
35 I have sworn in my wrath and decreed wars 

upon the face of the earth, and the wicked shall 
slay the wicked, and fear shall come upon every 
man and the saints also shall hardly escape: 

36 Nevertheless, I the Lord am with them, and 
will come down in heaven from the presence of God, 
and consume the wicked with unquenchable fire. 

37 And behold this is not yet, but by and by: 
38 Wherefore seeing that I the Lord have decreed 

all these things upon the face of the earth, I willeth 
that my saints should be assembled upon the land 
of Zion; 
39 And that every man should take righteousness 

jn his hands, and faithfulness upon his loins, and 
lift a warning voice unto the inhabitants of the 
earth; 
40 And declare both by word and by flight, that 

desolation shall come upon the wicked. 
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4l Wherefore let my disciples in Kirtland, ar­
range their temporal concerns, which dwell upon 
this farm.

51 He that is faithful and endureth shall overcome

52 He that sendeth up treasures unto the 1and of 

2ion, shall receive an inheritance in this world, and 
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his works shall follow him; and also, a reward in 
the world to come; 
53 Yea, and blessed are the dead that die in the 

Lord from henceforth, when the Lord shan come 
and old things shall pass away, and all things be~ 
come new, they shall rise from the dead and shall 
not die, and shall receive an inheritance before the 
Lord, in the holy city, and he that liveth when the 
Lord shall come, and have kept the faith, blessed 
is he; 

54 Nevertheless it is appointed to him to die at 
the age of man: 

55 Wherefore children shall grow up until they 
become old, old men shaH die; 

56 But they shall not sleep in the dust, but they 
shall be changed in the twinkling of an eye: 

57 Wherefore, for this caase preached the apos­
tles unto the world, the resurrection of the dead: 

58 These things are the things that ye must look 
for, and speaking aflef the manner of the Lord, 
they are now nigh at hand; 

59 And in a time to come, even in the day of the 
coming of the Son of man, and until that hour, 
there will be foolish virgins among the wise" and at 
that hour comelh an entire separation of the right­
eous and the wicked;

CHAPTER LXV . 

.11 Revelat£on to the elders ofihe church, gwen iTt 
Kirtland, Ohio, September, 183l. 

B EHOLD, thus saith the Lord your God unto 
you, 0 ye elders of my church, hearken ye, 

and hear, and receive my will concerning you: 
2 For verily I say unto you, I will that ye should 

overcome the world: 
3 Wherefore I will have compassion upon you. 
4 There are those among you who have sinned; 
5 But verily I say, for this once, for mine own g]o­

ry, and for the salvation of souls, I have forgiven 
you your sins. 

6 I will be merciful unto you, for I have given un ... 
to you the kingdom: 

7 And the keys of the mysteries of the kingdom, 
shall not be taken from my servant Joseph, while 
l1e liveth, inasmuch as he obeyeth mine ordinances. 

8 There are those who have sought occasion against 
him without cause; 

9 Nevertheless he has sinned, but verily I say un­
to you, I the Lord forgiveth sins unto those who 
confess their sins before me, and ask forgiveness, 
who have not sinned unto death. 
10 My disciples, in days of old, sought occasion 
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against one another, and forgave not one another 
in their hearts, and for this evil they were affiicted, 
and sorely chastened: 

11 Wherefore I say unto you, that ye ought to 
forgive one another, for he that forgiveth not his 
brother his trespasses, standeth condemned before 
the Lord, for there remaineth in him the greater sin. 

12 I the Lord will forgive whom I will forgive, 
but of you it is required to forgive all men; 

13 And ye ought to say in your hearts, Let God 
judge between me and thee, and reward thee accor· 
ding to thy deeds. 

14 And he thatrepenteth not of his sins, and con­
fesseth them not, then ye shall bring him before the 
church, and do with him as the Scriptures saith un­
to you~ either by commandment, or by revelation. 

15 And this ye shall do that God might be glori~ 
fled, not because ye forgive not, having not compas .. 
sian, but that ye may be justified in the eyes of the 
law, that ye may not offend him who is your Law .. 
giver. 

J 6 Verily I say, for this cause ye shall do these 
things. 

17 Behold I the Lord was angry with him who 
was my servant Ezra (B.) ; 

18 And also, my servant Isaac; for they kept not 
the law, neither the commandment: they sought 
evil in their hearts, and I the Lord withheld my 
Spirit. 

19 They condemned for evil, that thing in which 
there was no evil : 
20 Nevertheless I have forgiven my servant Isaac. 
21 And also my servant Ed ward, behold he hath 

sinned, and satan seeketh to destroy his soul; 
22 But when these things are made known unto 
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them, they repent of the evil, and they shall be for­
given. 

23 And now verily I say, that it is expedient in 
me that my servant Sidney (G.) after a few weeks, 
should return upon his business, and to his agency 
in the land of Zion; 
24 And that which he hath seen and heard may 

be made known unto my disciples, that they perish 
not. 
25 And for this cause have I spoken these things. 
26 And again, I say unto you, that my servant 

Isaac may not be tempted above that which he is 
able to bear, and counsel wrongfully to your hurt, I 
gave commandment that this farm should be sold. 

27 I willeth not that my servant Frederick, should 
seH his farm, for I the Lord willeth to retain a strong 
hold in the land of Kirtland, for the space of five 
years, in the which I will not overthrow the wicked, 
that thereby I may save some; 
28 And after that day, I the Lord will not hold 

any guilty, that shall go, with an open heart, up to 
the land of Zion: 
29 For I the Lord requireth the hearts of the chil­

dren of men. 
30 Behold now it is called today, and verily it is 

a day of sacrifice, and a day for the tithing of my 
people; 
31 For he that is tithed shall not be burned; for 

after today cometh the burning: 
32 This is speaking after the manner of the Lord; 
33 For verily I say, tomorrow all the proud and 

they that do wickediy shall be as stubble: and I 
will burn them up, for I am the Lord of hosts; 

34 And I will not spare any that remainedl in 
Babylon. 
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~5 Wherefore, if ye believe me, ye will labor while 
it is called today. 
36 And it is not meet that my servants, Newel 

and Sidney (G.) should sell their store, and their 
possessions here, for this is not wisdom until the res­
idue of the church, which remaineth in this place, 
shall go up unto the land of Zion. 

37 Behold it is said in my laws, or forbidden to 
get in debt to thine enemies; 

38 But behold it is not said at any time, that the 
Lord should not take when he please, and pay as 
seemeth him good: 

39 Wherefore as ye are agents, and ye are on the 
Lord's errand; and whatever ye do according to 
the will of the Lord, is the Lord's business, and it 
is the Lord's business to provide for his saints in 
these last days, that they may obtain an inheritance 
in the land of Zion: 

40 And behold I the Lord declare unto you, and 
my words are sure and shall not fail, that they shall 
obtain it; 

41 But all things must come to pass in its time; 
42 Wherefore be not weary in well doing, for ye 

are laying the foundation of a great work. 
43 And out of small things proceedeth that which 

is great. 
44 Behold the Lord requireth the heart and a wil· 

ling mind; 
45 And the willing and obedient shall eat the 

good of the land of Zion in these last da.ys; 
46 And the rebellious shall be cut off out of the 

land of Zion, and shall be sent away and shall not 
inherit the land: 
47 For yerily I say that the rebeJlious are not of 

the blood of Eohraim 
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
