_ Bifore opening the meeting, wo made the church acquainted
with:our design, and' while singing the opening hymn, the Holy
Spirit was densibly felt. Several sung in tongues, and while en-
gaged in'prayer, the' veil was at least partly rent, ahd the mani-
festation' of the Spirit was such as was seldom witnessed by mor-
tals ot edirth. I have been a'member of the church some twenty-
three years, and in the course of my ministry have witnessed the’
manifestation of the Spirit in'many of the Lranches, bt never had
witnessed what I did that evening. God was truly with us, and-
many felt to say with the poet, “ angels now are hovering o’er us.”
This was on the eve of the 9th of January, 1853% evef memorable’
with the saints of God. About half an hour afterwards we re-
ceived through the Spirit thie following, as nearly as we could
write it:

. “ Polygamy is an abomination in the sight of the Lord God: it
is not of me; I abhorit. I abhor it, as also'the doctrines of the:
Nicolaitanes, and the men or set of men who practice it. I judge
them not, T jutllge not those who practice it. Their works shall
judge them at the last day. Bve ye strong; ye shall contend
against this' doctrine ; many will be led into it honestly, for the
vil will seek to'establish it; and foll it forth to deceive.
