We presume that there are few persons who are so blind, that they
cannot perceive what the peculiatity is, to which we allude. In
these words, Jesus gave a criterion by which his doctrtne may be
tested ; by which it might be known whether it was from God or not. -
This criterion was not for his apostles only ; nor for a few persons
only ; but for “any man.”” “If any man will do his will, he shall
know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of
myself.””  Surely this is a very easy and satisfactory way, by which
any man may know of the doctrine.

When Peter obtained a knowledge of Christ, so that he could say,
as he did say unto him, “ Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living
God,” he obtained the same knowledge that any man may obtain who
will do the will of God, and from the same source. When Peter
bore this testimony, “Jesus answered, and said unto bhim, Blessed art
thou, Simon Bar-joan; for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto
thee, but my Father which is in heaven.”” Matthenr xvi, 17,

A revelation that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of the living God, is
