THE ORDINATIONS OF JOSEPH THE MARTYR.

We have shown that Joseph and Oliver were ordained to the
Aaronic priesthood by the laying on of the hands of an angel, even
by the hands of John the Baptist, and that they afterwards ordained
each other to that priesthood as they had been commanded.

Joseph’s History shows that he received the Melchizedek priest-
hood by the laying on of the hands of Oliver, under the direction and
by the commandment of Peter, James and John, but it does not show
that these messengers from God ordained Joseph or Oliver to this
priesthood by the laying on of #ieir hands.

Joseph, in his History, in the Times and Seasons, page 915, says:

¢ We now became anxious to have that promise realized to us,
which the angel that conferred upon us the Aaronic priesthood had
given us, viz: that provided we continued faithful ; we should also
have the Melchizedek priesthood, which holds the authority of the lay-
ing on of hands for the gift of the Holy Ghost. We had for some
time made this matter a subject of humble prayer, and at length we
got together in the chamber of Mr. Whitmer’s house in order more
particularly to seek of the Lord what we now so earnestly desired :
and here to our unspeakable satisfaction did we realize the truth of
the Saviour’s promise : ‘Ask, and you shall receive, seek, and you
shall find, knock and it shall be opened unto you;’ for we had not
long been engaged in solemn and fervent prayer, when the word of
