every seed his own bod) All ﬂeqh is not
the same flesh; but there is one kind of|
flesh of men, 'mot,her flesh of beasts, anoth-
ér of fishes, and another of birds. There
are also celestnl bodies, and bodies terres-
trial: but the glory of the celestial is one,
and the glory of the ferrestrial is another.
There is one glory of the sun, and another
glory of the moon, and anot.her' glovy of the
stars; for one star differeth from another
star in glory. .So algo is the resurrection
of the dead. It i3 sown in corruptlon it is
raised in mconuptton it is sown in dighon-
or, it is raised in glory : it is sownin weak-
ness, it is raised in power: it issown a natu
ral bodv, it isTaised a spiritual body. There
is a natural body, and there is a spiritual
body.” 1 Cor. 15: 36-44.

In this answer we are taught, ﬁlstly, that|i
when seed is sown in the earth it remains
there. It is not resurrected as it was. The
apostle distinctly says, “thou sowest not
that body that shall be but bare grain;
it may chance of wheat or of some other

rain ; but God giveth it a body as it hath
pleased him, z\nd to every seed his own
bodv.” This shows that our mortal bodies
will fill the same position towards our res-
urrected bodies, that the seed whicl'is sown
does to the “body” whicht it hath pleased
God to give to each and every sced.
Secondly, by this answer to the question,

“how are the dead raised up, and with what
body do they come ?” we learn that in the
resurrection there will be ““one flesh of men,
another flesh of beasts, anothev of fishes,
and another of birds.” The religious world
gerierally believe that man is the only be-
ing that now lives upon the earth, who will
h\’\, in another state of e‘natence or after
death, and many who believe that mankind
will be resurrected, believe also that when
beasts, birds or fishes, or any other animals
die, that then there is an eternal end to their
existence. In Dr. Watts’ catechism this
question is asked : *‘how do'you kunow that
you haveasoul 7 Theanswer iz; ‘“‘because
I can think and know, and wish and desire,
which my body cannot do.” Nuw thisisa
logical couclusion, but all the creatures that
Grod has made, can think and know (many
things,) and w1sh and desive, which their
bodies cannot do.  Thevefore this answer
is applicable to all the creatures that Ged
hagrmade. Atheists know that mankind and
all other creatures can think and know, wish
and desive, and yet they say that neither
man nor any other creature exists afler
death. Many christians (so called)say that
man only exists after deatly, The Atheists
are more consistent in their error than such
christians. Both parties differ in their opin-
ions in reference to myan, and both are
agreed in reference to all the other crea-
tures. Such christians are semi-Atheists.

Paul said:

“ For I reckon, that the sufferings of this
present time are not worthy to be comp.nul
with the glory which shall be revealed in us.
For the earnest expectation of the ereature
waiteth for the manifestation of ihe sous of
God. For the credture was made subject to
varity, not willingly, but by reason of him
who hath subjected the same in hope; be-
cause the creature itself also shall be deliv-
eved from the bondage of corruption, into’
