Jo-
sephus says nothing concerning thcf }nar-
tyrdom of Stephen, whlqh ibappears was
effectad in Jerusalem, neither does he say
anything about the martyrdom of an}f ?f
the apostles except “James(, the Lord’s
brother.” In Book 20, ch. 9 of his An-
tiquities, is the following hl‘story of that
evf‘l‘nlf‘e;st.us was now dead, and Albinus
was but upon the road ; so he assembled
+the sanhedrim of judges, and brought be-
fore them the brother of Jesus, who was
called Christ, whose name was James,
and some others (or some of hl? compan-
ions ); and when he had formed an vahocu-
sation against them as breakers of the
law, he delivered themto be stoned: }mt
as for those who seemed the most equita-
ble of the citizens, and such as were the
most uneasy at the breach of the laws,

m the Works of

they dislilied what was done; they also
sent to the king (Agrippa,) desiring him
to send to Ananus that he should act so
no more, for that what he had already
done was not to be justified : nay, some
of them went also to meet Albinus, as he
was upon his journey from Alexandria,
and informed him that it wasg not lawful
for Ananus to assemble asanhedrim with=
outhis consent: whereupon Albinus com-
plied with what they said, and wrote in
anger to Ananus, and threatened that he
would bring him to punishment for what
he had done; on which king Agrippa took
the high priesthood fromhim, when he had
ruled but three months, and made Jesus,
the son of Damneus, high priest.”

It will be seen that in these remarks
the name of James is mentioned, but not
the names of ang.of ¢ his companions.”

In the Appendix of Josephus’ Works,
Dissertation 1, the following statement is
represented to have been written by Ori-
gen:

¢ This James was of so shining a char-
acter among the people, on account of his
righteousness, that Flavius Josephus,
when, in his twentieth book of the Jeyw-
ish Aatiquities, he had amind toset down
what was the cause why the people suf-
fered such miseries, till the very holy
house was demolished, he said, that these
things befell them by the anger of God,
on account of what they had dared to do
to James, the brother of Jesus, who was
called Christ,; and wonderful it is, that
while he did not receive Jesus for Christ,
he did nevertheless bear witness that
James was so vighteous aman. He says
farther, that the people thought they had
suffered these things for the sake of
James.”
