We differ with those who have held the !
above statement to be trae.  We hold that |
by a proper system of edueition man m’mixl;
not only be made wiser, but much better, |
for in proportion as he advanced in wisdom, |
his capacity for good and nobleaction would
be incrensed, and so veligion acquive a clear-
er and more steadfast hold upon him, Al
efforts then, caleulated to withhold from
man that which will inerease his usefulness
to his fellow mag, is an injury to him and
to them, and is thercfore an evil, and ought
to be eradicated from the body politic.

It knowledze is power, (and who doubts
it ?) then man ought to be justified in ob-
taining it; for poweris desivable if used fva
a good and noble purpose ; but if for an evil |
and ignoble purpose, the design of the giver
of power is not accomplished, and the one,
abusing the power is condemmned and lost.
