There are some people in our day who
say that Isvael will be gathered into the
Jand of ancient Isavel, but they sav that it
“will be spiritual Istael who will be gatherad,
and not the des s of ancient Isvael,
Others say thtt spivicual Lsrael will be gath-
cered only to heaven.  Both parties say that
*iteral Isvael will not be gathered to become
a nation, and to be blessed with great na-
‘tional prosperity on the earth, and that they
will not pozsess the land of their fathers any
“'more.  We shall show that these opiuions
are ervoneous and wnserviptural,  The first
proof which we ahall present isin Isa. 11:
10, 11, as follows:
b “And in that day there shall be a root
of Jesse, which shall siand for an ensign ot
“the people; to it shall the Gentiles seek :
and his rest shall be glovious.  And it shall
“Ycome to pass in that day, that the Lord shall
set hiz hand again the second time to re-
“‘eover the remaant of his people, which shall
““be left, from Assyria, and from Egype, and
<from Pathros, and from Cush, and from
“ Elam and from Shicar, and from Hamath,
‘ and from the islands of the se.”
5% Tt is here showa that the remnnant.of the
sord’s people will be veeovered, which shows
thas many of this people will not be recov-
ered, but those who remain,  Befove we dis-
miss the investigation of thiz subject, we
shall show who will remiin,  If Lsaiah was
& prophesying of spivisnal [svael, would he say
that the reanant of spiritual [srael shall be
““recovered ? If he was speaking of the sal-
vation or gathering of the vighteous, would
‘he not say that @// the vighteous (not a rem-
nant) should be saved, or gathered 2 Will
there only be a remmant of the righteous
saved or gathered 2 We are also here in-
: formed that *“the Lovd shall set Ilis hand
again the second lime to recover the remnant

of His people.” He set His hand the first
time when He sent Moses and Aaron to re-
cover Israel from Kgyptian bondage; and
bring them into the promised land. It was
not spiritual Isvael who were then recover-
ed, and if the Lord should set His hand to
recover the remnant of spiritual Israel, that
would not be the second time, but it would
be the first time, because He has not here-
tofore set His hand the first time to recover
them. He can not set His hand the second
time to recover spiritual Isracl unti! He has
set it the first time. If the' Gentiles who
are spoken of in our quatation from Isaiah
are spiritual Gentiles, and the remnant of
the Lord’s people spiritual Israel, then As-
syria, Egvpt, Pathros, Cush, Elam, Shinar,
Hamath, and the islands of the sea, are to
be understood spiritually, and we have not
scen any spiritualized explanation of these
names. Fhat some of these names are names
of countries which are not nmow called by
those names, there can be no reasonable
doubt, and we suppose that they are so
called beeause the people of those countries
possess the same characteristics as the peo-
ple of countries which were called by those
names anciently. Some of these names have
not been changed. Al the people of the
earth except [arael were called Gentiles an-
ciently, as they are now. So also Israel ig
yet called Israel.

Iu this quotation we are also informed
that the Gentiles shall seck to the “ ensign
of the people,” who will be a root of Jesse.

Another prophecy (which we shall inves-
tigate;) shows thatthe Gentiles who shallbe
left of all the nations,” will ** go up to Je-
rusalem from vear to year, to worship the
King, the Lord of Hosts, and to keep the
feast of tabernacles.”  Other prophecies
also show that they will be servants in that
land.
