-matter as well as manner of e)<.pressiQn. If,there-fore follows that poetry is more carefully -
written than prose. It requ ires more carefu I thinking. 

If has been said f-hatthe finer poetic mind is quite akin to the prophetic min~L What a joy 
it is when both these types of mind coalesce in one person. How wonderfu I when, under 

- the amazing ministry of God's marvelous Holy Spirit, His-far-sighted thoughts and intentions -
are expressed in words of clarit-y f of beauty, rhymic rise and fall of word sounds, and in 
ways supremely appropriate to the lofty source of inspiration! - The prophet Isaiah often rose 
to such kind of presentation! In these poems which follow, J sincerely hope, that in part, 
the high concepts just expressed, has found a meaure of impl~mentdtion.
